Public Hearing

Johnson//Reinke motioned to open the public hearing for comments on the two proposed ordinance amendments at 5:35.

Attorney Marshall explained the changes in the opening of class “A” retail businesses to co-inside with the new state law and changing the alderman from 6 ward representatives to 3 ward reps and 3 at large.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to close the public hearing at 5:40

Hanish/Peterson motioned to recommend to the Common Council to adopt the amendment to ordinance 12.10(a) sale of fermented malt beverages and liquor to close from 9:00 pm to 6:00 am for the sale of Class “A” fermented malt beverages.  Carried

1 alderman from each separate aldermanic district, who shall be elected in even-numbered years for 2 year terms; and aldermen “at large” from the entire City (constituting a single, combined aldermanic district) equal in number to the number of separate aldermanic districts used in the previous year’s municipal spring election, who shall be elected in odd-numbered years for 2 year terms.
