Public Comment

Ken Matsick wanted to know who put up the light on Shaw Street.  He was informed that Marquip did this on their own and it is their light.
Anita from the Super 8 Motel is concerned about the junk in the residential yard next to her business.  She wants the ordinance for junk to be enforced.  She is getting nasty comments from her customers and it is affecting her business.  She would like some help.  Chief Sonntag states this issue is very hard to address because it happens, and then gets fixed and then it happens again.  Season will be starting and would really like this addressed.  She will forward on the comments so that the city can see what is being said.
Also she was asked about the airport extension approved is that correct?  This is a county project.

Revak mentioned that alderman Holoubek has rescinded his notice of resignation and will be staying with the city for awhile.
Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson

Downtown Parking:  Johnson has received numerous complaints about the employees of businesses parking downtown.  Can we do a 2 hour parking?  We sent letters out and it was good for awhile but now it is bad again.

Pisca stated this was addressed in the past and that the business owners asked the city to remove the meters that were down town.  It was too expensive to hire a meter maid and no time to chalk the tires.  He suggests the city send out a letter stating this or we will put in meters.

Sonntag suggests putting up signs that say customer parking only.  Attorney Marshall doesn’t think we can do this.

LRIP Eyder Ave. Project:  The city received a grant for Eyder and the city could substitute it with Germania.  There were some funds set aside for Wyoming of approximately $10,000.  The city needs to let the county know if we are planning to substitute.
Banner system on Hwy 13:  Thalacker stated the VFW said we could put the banner up on their property.  It was discussed about putting it up by Copps but Bronson feels it would be better by the VFW.  Reinke feels it would be better by the VFW.
Holoubek/Hanish motioned to install the Hwy 13 banner by the VFW.  Carried

Public Works Update:  There was a large water main break. This is the largest main in the City of Phillips and will need to be addressed in the future.  Rural Water is coming to check for a leak because they are still losing a lot of water. 
Public Safety - Hlavacek
Chief Pisca:  Quite, low activity.  Testing bottles 3/15 training at Price Electric.  Truck is running good.
Chief Sonntag:  Connecting new server turned out to be a bigger problem than originally thought.  They are working very diligently on drug enforcement.  The worst is prescription drugs.  There have been 10 near deaths in the city limits with 5 of these being confirmed as drug related.  Officer Rose spoke on the situation and how much time it takes and money it takes.  This is a very serious issue and it hopes they will get the continued cooperation as in the past.
