Meeting Minutes

Committee of the Whole

May 1, 2012
Mayor Peterson called the meeting of the Phillips Committee of the Whole to order at 5:30 p.m.

Public Comment

General - Mayor

Next meeting was set for Wednesday June 6, 2012 at 5:30 p.m. and change the Common Council meeting in May to the Monday the 7th.
Hanish/Reinke motioned to approve the minutes from April 4, 2012 meeting.  Carried
Nomination to fill Peterson’s seat.  Mayor Peterson nominated Linda Johnson.  Roll call vote:  Clark-Aye, Reinke-Aye, Vlach-abstain, Hanish-abstain, Holoubek-Aye.

Carried 3-0. This is to fill out the remainder of the term.
IDC and PCEC, Peterson has an alternate as just a council member so if he is working he can call on one of them. Linda on Board of Review, Board of Public works, Chamber and CDBG housing.

Doolittle Corp TID draft agreement was handed out by Attorney Marshall.  This is only out there for discussion.  More research to find out if the City needs to amend the plan or if it is already in the plan.  They are requesting an additional $35,000 for another update to the same building.  More homework is needed on this project.  Stoffel stated each district has a project plan and if this is still within the original plan no changes would be needed.  Add this to the June agenda.
Auditor contract:  The new contract Eagle Audit presented to the city has a charge for 2012, 2013 and 2014 which is the same amount they charged us in 2011, no increase.

Johnson/Reinke motioned to recommend to the Common Council to accept the new audit contract from Eagle Audit with no increase for the next 3 years.  Carried

Arbor Day celebration was held in Elk/Lionite Park with the help of some 4th graders.  A good time was had.

City Attorney Marshall gave an update on the Rental house the city owns. Having a sales business out of the home.  There was temporary zoning as residential.  Marshall states at this time it is inconsistent with R-1.  The city needs to address with the rental how long they plan on staying and exactly what they are doing.  This would need to be addressed at a planning commission meeting.

Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson

LRIP Eyder Ave. Project:  The city received an LRIP 2008-2009 grant for Eyder and the city could substitute it with Arcade.  There were some funds set aside for Wyoming of approximately $10,000.  The city needs to let the county know if we are planning to substitute or not.  The MSIP grant awards will be announced soon.  Put this on the agenda for the Common Council.
Banner system on Hwy 13:  The city was told they can’t put the banner pole in the state ROW.  Thalacker stack out a new spot but is waiting for the VFW to give their permission.  Once this is done the paper work will be completed and approval to move ahead.
Public Works Update:  Arbor Day, replaced two fire hydrants, both pump went out on the lift station by the Harbor View.  The city will need to replace the pumps and alarms in the near future.  Summer help started this week and is still restricted to 600hrs.
Public Safety - Vlach
Vlach:  went to an ambulance meeting.  An air conditioner got knock over and the ambulance is getting blamed for it.

Chief Pisca:  A couple of grass fires, recall on the new truck and is being taken care of.
Chief Sonntag:  Complaint from Super 8 has been taken care off.  New complaints about people using their parking lot.
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Raise Review:  Sonntag presented to the council a comparison of wages between the hourly officers and management.  With the hourly receiving a 2% and 2% that puts them over the LT’s annual wage.  He would like to see this addressed.  Put this on the agenda for next month’s Committee of the Whole.
