Mayor Peterson called the meeting of the Phillips Committee of the Whole to order at 5:34p.m.

Public Comment

John Vlach representing the Moose and they are planning “Go Fly a Kite Day” for the kids at the Elk Lake Park.  They will have a DJ and a professional kite flying.  This will be on August 4th.
General - Mayor

Next meeting was set for July 10, 2012 at 5:30 p.m. and change the Common Council meeting in July from the 10th to the 17th.
Reinke/Hanish motioned to approve the minutes from May 1, 2012 meeting.  Carried
Amending the Doolittle agreement was postponed until the Council meeting on June 12.
City updates:  Comprehensive plan needs to be finished and the CEDS list is part of this project.  Mayor Peterson would like this to be discussed on the council meeting on June 12, 2012.

Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson

There was discussion on whether or not to allow a private well and holding tank in the City limits.  Revak relayed the City Attorneys recommendation of not allowing a private well in the city limits.  Ross’s Bait shop has a private well for about 50 years.  Mike Stoffel states people need to have an annual permit to have a private well.  There are water and sewer hook ups at that lot.  There have been issues in the past of sewer lines freezing in the past.
Put this back on the agenda for next month.
The Banner system has been postponed per Thalacker.  The VFW didn’t agree to the location of the pole on their land.  The original people that started this project have dropped it for this year.  Reinke would like the city to go ahead with the project.  Hanish stated she would have her husband go to the next VFW meeting and find out more information.

Put this on the agenda for the next COW meeting.
The Maple street grant was transferred over to Arcade Street.  The City did not get the Wyoming grant.  The Bid needs to be a class 2 notice and the bids need to be opened with seven days of the second notice.

Thalacker presented the Compliance Maintenance Report.  This needs to be done as a resolution not a motion.
Clark/Hanish motioned to form a resolution and accept the report at the Common Council Meeting.

Sonntag suggested the city upgrade the surveillance cameras at Lionite Park.  Reinke/Vlach motioned to upgrade the cameras at Elk Lake Park as presented by Chief Sonntag.  Carried
Public works & Water/Sewer updates:  Still have not found the extra water usage.

Public Safety - Vlach
Chief Pisca addressed the Committee on the expense of physicals that the Fireman may be mandated to have.  This could cost as much as $150 for up to 16 fire fighters.  Also the batteries, which would cost approximately $1,200, need to be replaced in the fire siren backups.  Reinke would like this to be put on the Common Council agenda on June 12, 2012.
