Meeting Minutes

Committee of the Whole

October 2, 2012
Mayor Peterson called the meeting of the Phillips Committee of the Whole to order at 5:30p.m.

Public Comment

Jay Silvernail wanted to remind the city of the resolution that was signed opposing the airport expansion and the number of other communities that formed their resolutions after the city.  He asked that the committee take into consideration the people impacted by the expansion.
Tom Kiesgen wanted to let the committee know that he has been in contact with the FFA and that the wildlife study that should have been done before anything else is now being done.

General - Mayor

Next meeting was set for November 8, 2012 at 5:30 p.m.

Vlach/Clark motioned to approve the minutes from Sept 4, 2012 meeting.  Carried
Johnson/Reinke motioned to recommend to the Common Council to accept Mayor Peterson’s appointment of David Scholz to the Board of Zoning Appeals.  Carried

Library Director Rebecca Smith informed the Committee of furnace issues they are having.  The library has 3 furnaces and 3 air conditioners.  To replace one furnace it would cost approximately top end $3,000.00, air conditioner top end $4,000.  She was told to come back to the Common Council with more definite numbers before they would make a motion.
Airport Expansion discussion resulted in the Mayor informing the Committee members to come back to the Common Council with a motion to either sell the property in question or not sell.

Mayor updates: Mayor Peterson reported on the bridge removal at Squaw Creek and how the National Guard will not be able to remove the bridge.  This is co-owned by the City, County, Town and a private party.  This has to be done according to DNR specifications.
Johnson/Clark motioned recommend to the Common Council to allow city deer hunting on Gary Chase’s property on S. Airport Rd.  Carried

Clerk updates:  Revak attended the ATV association meeting and they will be supporting the city in their request to leave the county roads open all year long. A calendar was presented with the different uses of the Municipal building, rooms and pavilion usage. Tid #2 district concerning the Old School and an annual payment made on a loan agreement.  Attorney Marshall feels the city will have to make one more payment however the property has been tax exempt and will no longer be generating any taxes in the future therefore the city shouldn’t have to make any more payments.

Waste Water Treatment Plant Future Issues – Lonn Franson:
Phillips Treatment Plant is in very good shape and is run/managed very well.  Lonn discussed the CMR report which explains where the plant is at both financially and if it is following all regulations.  The city has a WPDS permit which has expired at this point in time.  In order to renew this permit the City of Phillips needs to follow regulations with new limits.  The new limit for Phosphorous is so tight that the City of Phillips plant won’t be able to handle it.  All the city has to do is the best that is can in the next 7 years.  Lonn is here to guide and help the City of Phillips achieve its goals.
A request was made for 6 parking spaces in front of the Fire Station for firemen and EMT’s.  Fire Chief Pisca stated this was not necessary and has not been a problem in the past.  The phone company has always let them park across the street or they can park at the side of the building.
Campground updates:  Storm Water Permit was received from DNR.  Survey crew was up and set some stakes out so the city crew can start working and moving dirt.  Toured Solberg’s building and came up with some standards for the bathrooms and showers.  Mike Stoeffel reported different ways of building it.
The Banner system:  Thalacker talked with City Attorney Marshall and he needs a measurement to finish the agreement for the VFW to sign.  He has talked with Sign Studio about possible ideas of installing a banner system.
Public Works updates:  Rural Water is unable to help the city find the water leak.  Bronson has contacted a different company but the city will have to pay for this.  It will cost approximately $1,600.  Emerald Ash Bore cutting, sweeping up leaves, Hydrant flushing, Sewer flushing.
