November 8, 2012
Mayor Peterson called the meeting of the Phillips Committee of the Whole to order at 5:00p.m.

Next meeting was set for December 4th  2012 at 5:30 p.m.

Reinke/Clark motioned to approve the minutes from October 2, 2012 meeting.  Carried
Reinke/Holoubek motioned to accept the amended July 10, 2012 minutes as presented.  Carried

Vlach/Reinke motioned to recommend to the Common Council to accept the Joint Powers Agreement for the Price County 911 Emergency System.  Carried

Mayor updates: Mayor Peterson reported on a call he received in regards to the airport expansion and trees that will need to be cut.  He would like Jeff Williams to be involved with this.  He also read a proclamation on the American Vets.
Clerk updates:  Revak reported on the number of rental and how they have dropped in the winter time.
She also reported that the refrigerator that was donated by the Legion is not working anymore so a new one has been purchased.

The 2013 budget proposal has $16,272 that needs to be cut.  Becky Smith from the library found there was a duplicate of $3,000 in the library budget, which now brings the overage to $13,272.  Further 2013 budget discussions resulted in the committee reducing the amount the police chief requested for 2013 salaries, payroll taxes and retirement.

Reinke/Clark motioned to reduce police salary by the amount of $10,839/salaries – $829/payroll tax and $2,059/retirement was carried by a roll call vote.  Jerry Clark_Y__ Jayson Reinke _Y__ Linda Johnson _ABS__ John Vlach _Y__ Dorothy Hanish __Y_ Scott Holoubek _Y__.

Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson

Campground updates:  Thalacker reported they are moving dirt and that equipment was rented to get the job done and things went better than originally expected.  Done for the year as far as what they can do.  There is paperwork that needs to be done per the DNR. Revak reported that questions have been asked as to what the city is going to name the campground.  Has the campground been named?  Lisa Flemings state Mike Stoffel did the initial lay out for the campground bathroom and has contacted two contractors, Dobson and Kleinhaus.  Revak has set up the campground accounts to track the expenses that will have to be adjusted next year.  Reinke wants to make sure that the crew expenses all campground labor.  Williams stated it would be cheaper to order the campfire rings.
The Banner system:  Thalacker hasn’t had time to work with this.  Xcel put up the one in Butternut and they will not do this anymore.  There is more to putting this up than originally thought.  Revak wanted to know if the Committee still wanted to go through with this project.  Williams and Thalacker can’t find anyone to put up the polls.  Contact Butternut to find out how many issues they have had with their banner.  Revak can do this.
Public Works updates:  The area where the water leak is has been found.  It is on County Hwy H between the bridge and the RR tracks.  This is something that can be done next year.  Everyone has  water and the water pumpage is down.
Public Safety - Vlach
Fire Department updates: Issue with a couple of calls.  There was an accident back in July which wasn’t actually an accident.  A car just ran off the road.  The call had been canceled but the Fire Crew still went and we charged them.  Pisca is asking the Council to OK the refund or void the invoice.  There was also an issue with another fire that was a mutual aid with the DNR.  This will be billed to the DNR for mutual aid.
Police Department updates:
Oct 2012 164 calls.  Sonntag asked Attorney Marshall when the Code Book would be done.  Marshall responded that it should be done by Monday.
Sonntag reported on the printer in his office and the EO Johnson replaced some parts and so far so good.  He also reported that he is working on the Hazardous Mitigation Planning program on his own time.
