Meeting Minutes

Committee of the Whole

December 4, 2012
Mayor Peterson called the meeting of the Phillips Committee of the Whole to order at 5:30p.m.

Next meeting was set for January 8th 2013 at 5:30 p.m.

Clark/Johnson motioned to approve the minutes from November 8, 2012 meeting.  Carried
IDC – Dennis Rodewald: Dennis wanted to inform the city as to what the IDC actually does.  They have funding for new and established businesses.  There is a revolving loan fund, and IDC loan, Northwest Regional Planning, and the Wisconsin IDC which is state funded.  They are affiliated with Northwest Regional Planning Commission.  Their main objective is to increase business and development in the industrial park and the business park.  They work with Gayle Huycke as far as business plans.  Everyone needs to work together to help the local businesses.  Today they gave out a loan to Triple-B fitness center.  Rick Roser is the connection between the City of Phillips and the Enterprise Center.  There is a video on their website which is on the City of Phillips web page.  His mission is to make sure everyone knows what everyone else is doing and to work together to help our businesses.  They would like an open door policy for helping different business.  The different groups that work together are IDC, City of Phillips, UW Extension Center – Gyle Huycke, Phillips Chamber of Commerce, Mark Brzeskiewicz, and Price County Economic Development.
Mayor updates: Discussion on the Comprehensive Plan.  Sheldon will be asking for input from the Council Members.  The members should look over this info and come up with some ideas for the future growth of the City of Phillips.  Chuck gets some questions about the campground.  All of the department needs to turn in information for tracking into Barb, including the Police Department.
Clerk updates:  Rentals are slow, got our new refrigerator, tax bills and water/sewer bills will be coming out soon.
Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson

Lidice Monument:  Need repair.  Bronson Thalacker met with Toni Brendel and Haejdr about the monument that is deteriorating.  The Czeh Fest organization wants the repairs to be done by a professional.  Mayor Peterson feels they are looking for money to get this fixed.  Thalacker told them the city needs something in writing at the end of the month or beginning of the new year.

2013 Water/Sewer budget:  Thalacker and Revak work on this budget and it is at a zero increase.

Hanish/Holoubek motion to recommend to the Common Council to adopt the Water/Sewer budget balanced at zero with revenues of $786,257 and expenses of $786,257.  Carried

Schilling property access:  Revak stated there is an interested party to purchase the Schilling property back behind the city garage.  The map shows a road but we don’t know if this is platted street.  Depending on if this is a platted street depends on what the city has to do.  The city cannot leave the owners with no access.  This would have to be vacated with a permanent easement or the city would have to improve the road up to city standards.

Campground updates:  Top soil and grading has been done, waiting to hear from the builder.
Old Water Tower:  Painted inside and out.  Ladder, Frost box and other minor issues need to be address.  Cost of $77,400 was a proposal from last year.  City Attorney will check to see if this has to go out for bids.  Water leak was explained to Johnson who missed the last meeting.  Found 25,000 down at the state, found another 25,000 if funds owed to the city.  Asked Reinke if he knew what the best way to go would be.
Vlach/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to move forward with the repair of the old water tower.  Carried

The Banner system:  Revak checked with Butternut and they got rid of their banner because of issues.  The poles wouldn’t stay seated in the ground.  Stoffel said he saw one in Cameron and looked like a good one.  Revak should check this out.
Public Works updates:  The alleys where Xcel energy did some work needs repair.  The holes are settling and they need more fill.  This should be billed to Xcel energy if the city fills them.
