Reinke/Clark motioned to approve the minutes from December 4, 2012 meeting.  Carried
Mayor updates: Comp Plan e-mails have been sent out for info as to what needs to be done in the future and how to get there.  Patrick Croy resigned from the Planning Commission and will be replace with David Scholz.  The Catholic Church Diocese will be having their annual conference in Phillips this year.
