General - Mayor

Next meeting was set for March 5, 2013 at 5:30 p.m.

Clark/Hanish motioned to approve the minutes from January 8, 2013 meeting.  Carried
Mayor updates: 
Clark/Vlach motioned to accept the offer to purchase land from the City of Phillips needed for the Price County Airport.  Roll Call: Clark – aye, Reinke-aye, Johnson-nay, Vlach-aye, Hanish-nay and Holoubek-aye.  Carried 4 ayes 2 nays.

Comp Plan:  Mayor would like everyone to think on this comp plan and instructed Clerk Revak to contact Sheldon Johnson to set up and joint meeting with the Planning Commission and the Full Council.

Clerk updates:  Rentals are starting to pick up, Done with January tax collections, Disconnects went out with one major complaint, Auditors here on the 7th and 8th,  when will the code book be done.  Attorney Marshall stated this week.
Clerk Revak was directed to offer Life Line Screening an option of paying the $300 with a refund if the group can fit in the small room.  Otherwise the cost is the $300.

Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson

Lidice Monument update:  Toni Brendel gave the history of how the monument came to be.  Toni would do the fund raising but would like the City of Phillips to set up a saving and keep track of the funds.  Revak stated she would have no problems with this.
Vlach/Clark motioned to recommend to the Common Council to move forward with trying to raise the fund to repair the Lidice Monument.  Carried

Lateral access for water on opposite side of road:  Discussion on how to cost this out.  The person who originally wanted this service has since changed his mind but this still needs to be addressed for in the future.

Decorative light replacement:  Williams mentioned the decorative lights downtown are very expensive to replace.  The City already is missing four and to replace them it costs $4,335.00.  We have collected from two insurance companies which would give us a start on replacing them and there may be a focus on energy grant that could help pay some of the expense.

Reinke/Vlach motioned to recommend to the Common Council to replace the decorative lights with something more reasonable and easier to replace.  Carried

Campground Updates:  Stoffel presented the committee with a drawing of the bathroom facility for the campground.  Water to each site was talked about again and decided not needed at this time.
The Banner system:  Nothing on this
Public Works updates:  More Water Main breaks. The crew is busy removing snow and plowing snow.  Hanish asked whose job it was to keep the Hydrants clean.  Yanich covers the Hydrants with snow and he is plowing up the turnaround in the alley.  The police department will handle this because this is a safety issue.
Public Safety - Vlach
Fire Department updates: Nothing major happening. He was questioned on the 30% increase in the fire contract budget.  This is not a normal increase.
Reinke tentatively scheduled a meeting for the first Wednesday in March.  Revak will send this date out to see if it will work with them.  
Police Department updates:
Brought on Kyle Lynch as a new part-timer.  Second one back out. There were 3 new computers purchased from his Capital Outlay line.  Training is ongoing.  David and Mike will be at training next week.  Damage at the Pavilion and the people were identified.
