Meeting Minutes

Committee of the Whole

May 7, 2013
Mayor Peterson called the meeting of the Phillips Committee of the Whole to order at 5:33 p.m.

Present:  Charles Peterson, Jerry Clark, Richard Heitkemper (6:09), Linda Johnson, John Vlach, Dorothy Hanish, Jordan Spacek, Bruce Marshall, Barb Revak, Jim Pisca, Stephanie Daniels, Joe Perkins, Mike Stoffel, Bronson Thalacker, David Sonntag.
Public Comment

Joe Perkins wanted to let the city know that the roads on the north end of town are deteriorating badly and will need new chip seal and repair soon.  Stacey Mason and a Donna ? would like to do a fund raiser for repairs to the Sokol Park playground equipment.  The Mayor told her to go ahead and talk with Bronson to coordinate the project.  There needs to be an inspection of the playground equipment.
General - Mayor

Next meeting was set for June 4, 2013 at 5:30 p.m.

Clark/Hanish motioned to approve the minutes from April 1, 2013 meeting.  Carried
Mayor updates: Mayor Peterson and Chief Sonntag went to a WWIA gathering and helped to make bird houses while other service vets did a variety of different projects.  Bobbi Damrow from Northcentral Technical College stated they will be expanding.  Mayor Peterson directed Clerk Revak to donate, on the city’s behalf, $200.00 to Brady Boltz for representing the City of Phillips at the football game for the children’s hospital at Marshfield.
Clerk updates:  New officials workshop, Jordan, Chuck and Dick.  Informational paperwork was handed out.  Letter from WPS and the insurance rates will increase by 2.9% but this will be locked in until December 1 of 2014.  If the council wants them to come and present they would be more than willing to.  A Banner system plan was requested from Jay Halmstad at Sign Studio.  He came back with two offers.  Option one was he did it all for approximately $2,300 from permits to installation.  Option #2 was the city purchased the materials and got the permits and it would cost approximately $1,900.00.
Johnson/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to proceed with Sign Studio for the installation of the City Banner System.  Carried

Phone call to Quarles & Brady about the amendment to TID #3 and #4.  Allison M. Buchanan, was called for input and discussion on a timeline.  This is something that the Committee of the Whole would like to do so a motion was made.
Johnson/Vlach motioned to recommend to the Common Council to approve moving forward with the change to TID #3 and #4 to include an area within ½ mile from current borders for TID projects.  Roll Call Vote: Clark-aye, Johnson-aye, Vlach-aye, Hanish-aye and Spacek-aye.  Heitkemper was late for meeting.  Carried

Revak was thinking about adding late charges on invoices that are over 30 days old.  Revak did talk to a supervisor from one of the townships that we are having problems with about his issue.  This will be discussed later on in the meeting.
Discussion on contract with J & M Displays, this is where we purchase our fireworks from.  After talking with Fire Chief Pisca and different companies it was decided that J & M Displays was the best for the City of Phillips.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to agree to another 3 year contract with J & M Display for fireworks.  Carried

ATV/UTV ordinance change:  This is to amend the original ordinance to include UTV’s.  Put this on the agenda for the Common Council to send the amended ordinance to a public hearing.
Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson

New truck quotes came in for the Water/Sewer Department.  The Phillips Ford came in the lowest and yes it is 4 X 4.

Vlach/Heitkemper motioned to recommend to the Common Council to approve the purchase of a new truck paid for with SDP equipment fund money and reimbursed by the water Department for 50% of it.  Carried.

Campground Updates:  The preconstruction meeting was held at 2:00pm in the Council Chamber today.  They should be done with the construction of the bathroom by July 1, 2013. 

Public Works updates:  Lots of potholes, Xcel Energy will be replacing gas service starting at Depot Rd and Highway 13 and going out on H.  They will be getting an excavating permit.
Johnson received complaints on the alley in the 500 block of Argyle.

Public Safety - Vlach
Fire Department updates:   Discussion on the Price County Sheriff’s Department “Dispatching” memo.  This needs to be discussed at the next fire Adhoc committee meeting and at the Fire Associations level.  Phillips has a different situation where they charge for fire calls and some of the other townships don’t.  The Phillips Fire Department doesn’t need to be called out for some of the issues listed.  The City of Phillips contracts with the outlying townships and they are the ones responsible for paying these bills.  Legal Council stated we could charge a onetime 5% charge on old Fire Call Bills from 2012.
