Mayor Peterson called the meeting of to order at 5:30 p.m.

General - Mayor

Next meeting was set for July 2, 2013 at 5:30 p.m.

Clark/Heitkemper motioned to approve the minutes as presented from May 7, 2013 meeting.  Carried
NTC – Bobbi Damrow:  Reporting from NTC about the expansions.  Learners have increased and workforce needs have increased in the local area.  One addition will go off the back and one will go off the front.  More class rooms and more lab areas for welding, woodworking areas, etc. NTC is hoping to accommodate more learners.

Mayor updates:  PCEDA will be meeting at City Hall in the Council Chambers on Thursday June 6 at 11:30.  He would like some Council Members to attend.  PCEDA would like to put up a sign by the Business Park.  They are working with Jeff and Bronson about clearing trees in that area.  If we can get it off of the State Right-of Way we won’t have to deal with that. 
Clerk updates:  Discussion on the Chapman’s claim about the snow falling off of the city water tower and damaging her car.  The cities insurance company has denied the claim.
Clark/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to agree with the cities insurance companies decision.  Carried
Revak reported on the Lidice Repair fund with a balance of $10,612.96 and Fund Raiser being held on June 10th from 6:00pm to 8:00pm.  Toni Brendel would like some of the City Council members to show up in support of the project.

Revak stated she was approached by David Voda about having a Bow and Arrow competition at City Hall on the Drill Floor.  It was suggested they use the Fair Grounds building.  There is training held there already.

Revak would like to sign up for the TRIP program.  This is a tax intercept program where the State of Wisconsin withholds tax refunds for payments on services owed.

Revak discussed the 2012 outstanding fire call invoices and was told by City Attorney Marshall that 5% interest can be added on to the bills per §138.04 from the date they should have paid.  Revak will send a notice giving them 30days to comply before charging the 5%. 

Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson

TID funds: Discussion on amendment of TID #3 and TID #4 to include project expenses with in ½ mile of TID boundaries.  MSA has approached the City of Phillips about engineering services to include TID services.  Quarles & Brady LLP can do the paperwork on the amendment and start right now or the city could wait and talk to MSA about this.
Hanish/Spacek motioned to recommend to the Common Council to move forward with the TID amendment and have Quarles & Brady LLP handle the paperwork and direct the city.  Carried
Thalacker explained the Compliance Maintenance Report in short form and stated the City of Phillips has once again received an A and if anyone would like to review the report it is in his office.

EMT parking only in front of the fire hall- Richard Heitkemper:

This should have included the Fireman also.  Heitkemper would like to see some of the parking spots along the curb in front of the Fire Hall to be yellow lined and signed for Emergency Personnel Parking only.  Williams brought up maybe taking out the curb and making a driveway for parking right off of Avon Ave. by the side of the building.  Vlach stated a fireman stopped by him and was not in favor of this.

Heitkemper/Spacek motioned to recommend to the Common Council to yellow line and create a parking lot by the Fire Hall for emergency responder vehicles.  Carried with all voting aye and Vlach abstaining.

Piers and docks at Elk Lake Park – TIF funds:

Per Williams the City of Phillips has a $1,000 credit with Northland Piers.  A price quote was requested for an E-dock which would cost approximately $10,000 to 12,000.  This would be TIF eligible and the cost to remove the dock and install it in the spring would be approximately $200.

Vlach/Spacek motioned to recommend to the Common Council to purchase and install an E dock at Elk Lake Park.  Carried

Flag pole at Little League Park – Moose Lodge:

Discussion on installing a Flag Pole at the Little League Park, provided by Moose Lodge.

Heitkemper/Vlach motioned to recommend to the Common Council to install a Flag Pole at the Little League Park as requested by the Moose Lodge.  Carried

Campground Updates:  Things are going good and looks like the building will be done by July 1.
Spacek/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to accept change order #1.  Carried

Hanish/Clark motioned to recommend to the Common Council to authorize payment of pay request #1 in the amount of $19,246.05.  Carried 

Public Works updates:  Taped the water line today at the campground.  Mowing, Cemetery work, painting lines, Casey is doing a really good job along with Nate.  Hauling sludge from the Treatment Plant, had some issues.  Williams stated that Mr. Dobson will allow the city to place an anchor pole for the Banner system in his property located at 326 S. Lake Ave.  Xcel stated they will be paving the areas that need to be fixed after their work is done.  What about where the water main breaks have been?  Those will be done the end of July.

Fire Department updates:   Johnson states the Phillips Chamber would like to know if the Fire Department could set of the Fire Works by the White Goods Building in the future.  It works out really good for using Elk Lake Park.

Sonntag would like to start a Police Reserve Volunteer group.  This would be something like the Cert Program the city used to have.  He would like to use them for directing traffic, posting around the perimeter of a crime scene, search warrant area and emergency support.  Heitkemper was not in favor of using them for crime scenes and search warrant areas.  He can see using them for directing traffic or helping with emergency support.
Sonntag also wanted to inform the council about using the Range for Tactical Functional Training Program.  This would be used for officers getting into shape/fitness.
The city has numerous building that need to be raised and Sonntag stated the State of Wisconsin 

budgeted $30,000,000 for this purpose.  He would like to proceed with the court process to get the order to raise these buildings.
The American Legion has a military unit out of Wausau that has a 105 Howitzer mounted to a Humvee and would like to fire 3 reports in the city on July 4th.  The would have to contact the Phillips Area Chamber as far as scheduling it in the parade.

Sonntag also discussed the bond schedule and the last time it was done was in 2010.  This is supposed to be updated every year.

Heitkemper left the meeting at 7:15 because of Doctor’s appointment.
