Committee of the Whole

July 2, 2013
Mayor Peterson called the meeting of to order at 5:30 p.m.

Next meeting was set for August 6, 2013 at 5:30 p.m.

Heitkemper/Johnson motioned to approve the minutes as presented from June 4, 2013 meeting.  Carried
Mayor updates: Chuck went to the Women’s Catholic Council and it was a very nice event.
Clerk updates:  Collecting water/sewer bills, last go around with taxes, Bruce and I are still working on the TID #2 issue with the Stolen Property.
Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson

Monument request at Bostrom Park (Ted Harvey):  This is the 50th anniversary of the start Vietnam War.  This is a 13 year commemorative period. All the Commanders from various veterans’ organizations have put together a program to honor the Vietnam vets by putting up markers made out of Polished Granite at 13 different locations.  This will be in the form of a Vietnam Commemorative Trail throughout Price County.  They have chosen Bostrom Park as one of the location.  An individual told Ted that if they would put one in Bostrom Park he would pay for it.  Ted is here requesting the city allow this.
Heitkemper/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to approve the installation of a commemorative plaque in Bostrom Park.  Carried
MSA – David Wierzba and Scott Martin presented:  Scott talked extensively about TID’s and the funding.  He explained how they work and the benefits from having them along with the liabilities.  They help communities set up Capital Plans and find funding to do the projects.  MSA took the cities TIF info and presented a report stating that TID #2 is not profitable, TID #3 will not be able to pay off debt by the end however TID #4 is doing very good and would be able to help out the other TIF’s.
After MSA spoke, Mike Stoffel from Ayres Associates was asked to talk.  He presented information about Ayres.  Mike stated that MSA has TIF employees where Ayres doesn’t have the staffing that deals with TIF’s as much as MSA.
TID funds – Amend Districts:  Revak reported having a conference call with Brian Ruechel and Steven Kornetzke from Baird and Mike Stoffel from Ayres Associate.
Campground Updates:  Disscussion on Door Hardware 5 doors $120 each $600 total. – Switch from a simple keyed dead bolt to a keyed latch set so doors don’t blow open during storms.  Showers = Locking, Bathrooms = Non-locking, Chaseway=Locking.  All keyed same and locked in winter. Sidewalk $4.25/sf – Contractor cost vs City Crew.  About 410sf = $1,750. Treated Privacy Fence - Contractor cost vs City Crew.  15 LF Each Side = $1,800 each $3,600 total.  Scott Vyskocil will do the fencing for $974.88.
Hanish/Clark motioned to recommend to the Common Council to accept pay request #2 in the amount of 97,755.53.  Carried

Public Works updates:  They have been busy painting lines and curbs, mowing and working on the campground.  The dock at Elk Lake Park will be in tomorrow.  Hanish mentioned about an electrical box the looks really bad and needs replacing.  This will be done soon, they already have the box.  Revak reported on receiving a call from the PSC about water loss and possibly doing a rate study.  The Committee is not in favor of doing a large increase at this time.
Public Safety - Vlach
Fire Department updates:   John Vlach was asked to be the chair of the Fire ADHOC committee with Dick Heitkemper also on the committee.  A date shall be set up and Revak will forward this to the townships to confirm a Fire ADHOC meeting.  The contracts need to be discussion and some changes made.
Police Department updates: 
Sonntag presented the Committee with an updated Bond Schedule.

Johnson/Heitkemper motioned to recommend to the Common Council to adopt the new Bond Schedule as presented.  Carried
