Mayor Peterson called the meeting of to order at 5:30 p.m.

Next meeting was set for October 1, 2013 at 5:30 p.m.

Heitkemper/ Johnson motioned to approve the minutes as presented from August 1, 2013 meeting.  Carried
Mayor updates:  Committee Appointments discussed.  Need recommendation lists from John, Jerry and Linda.  An election inspector cannot be used.  Sonntag suggests we do background checks.
Clerk updates:  
Building Inspector:  Revak handed out the ordinance from the Village of Baldwin and asked the committee members to read through this for any suggestions.  Sonntag agrees that a building inspector is needed.  Put this on the next committee of the whole agenda.
Banner System Easement:  Attorney Marshall presented an amended agreement that has been signed by Jack Dobson.

Heitkemper/Johnson motioned to recommend to the Common Council to accept the new contract for the Banner System.  Carried

Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson

Move volleyball courts:  Johnson suggested the sand volley ball court be moved closer to the pavilion.  John Obadal said he would do a lot of the work.  Johnson suggested as long as it is being done the city should do a double court.  Put this on the agenda for the Common Council meeting.

Water Hookup on County H:  Thalacker discussed property that was recently purchase on County H and hooking up to city water.  Whose expense is it?  He believes it is the property owner’s expense to hook up to the main.  From that point forward it would be the cities from the curb stop to the main.  This would be a boring under the road.  Pisca stated that this may freeze up in the winter time. Bronson will do further checking on this.
TID funds – Amend Districts: Nothing new on this.  This project is still proceeding on schedule. 
Campground Updates:  The bulldozing came in from Janak and Lepke.  Janak was lower but he can’t get started for two weeks yet.  Lepke can start right away but he was $5/hr more.  The council gave their blessing to use Lepke.  This will be put on the council agenda for an official motion.
Public Works updates:    Bidding out for hauling of sludge.  Looking for fields to put the sludge in as it is becoming harder and harder to find.  Having some I & I issues and we think a storm sewer is hooked into a sewer line because it seems to happen after a heavy rain.
Public Safety - Vlach
Fire Department updates:   They are installing an in house air compressor with a drop line.  If they have minor repairs they do themselves, but if major they take to V & H.  The ISO rating for the City of Phillips is 5.  If the townships would put in dry hydrants in the rivers or lakes this could possibly help the rural ratings.  The pumper that is used primarily for rural use needs a new chasis.  This could cost as much as $88,000 and he feels this expense should be on the townships because they are the ones that need it.  Jim was invited to come to the ADHOC meeting in October.

Recovery of Police Department Fees:  Sonntag states there are monies he is unable to collect for Lock-Out.  He has talked with Attorney Marshall and feels is a letter comes from Marshall’s office people would be more apt to pay and the attorney fees can be added on to the amount owed.  Heitkemper, Johnson and Hanish disagree with the fact that the city is even charging.  Heitkemper wanted to know what happened to protect and serve.  This should be a free service.  Sonntag stated he was directed to find another source of revenue.  Two employees in the police department lost a close relative in a car accident.  Rose and Hauschild both lost a nephew.  Sonntag stated he is going to need a new printer, a new video system in next years budget.  Also the Crown Vic has a recall on the steering system.  The training and standards people are going around and doing inspections.  He stated they said his department is good and he invited the council to training on drugs in October.
Pisca mentioned the MABAS which is a box alarm system.  This is new but when a fire call is dispatched the number used would tell which department needs to respond and the depth to which equipment may be needed.
