November 5, 2013
Mayor Peterson called the meeting of to order at 5:30 p.m.

Next meeting was set for December 3, 2013 at 5:30 p.m.

Heitkemper/Clark motioned to approve the minutes as presented from October 1, 2013 meeting.  Carried
Mayor updates:
a. Alex Olson presented a plan for his Scout project of benches at the basketball courts at Elk Lake Park.  The Committee was in full support of this project.

b. Meeting pay for the Police Review Committee was discussed.  Other committee’s are being paid $10.00 per meeting and this is what this committee should be paid.

Hanish/Johnson motioned to recommend to the Common Council to pay the Police Review Committee $10.00 per meeting.  Carried
c. Assessor Plat for Flambeau Ave. – Al Schneider and Judy Chizek presented a plan to help the City out with property lot lines in the Flambeau Ave. area.  Judy Chizek requested funding from the state and was awarded a grant to pay for the Assessor’s Plat.  Al Schneider explained what the process would be and a motion was made.
Johnson/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to authorize Price County to create an Assessor’s Plat for the Flambeau Ave. area paid for through the Land Moderation with no cost to the City of Phillips.  Roll Call Vote:  Jerry-aye, Heitkemper-abstained, Johnson-aye, Vlach-aye, Hanish-aye, Spacek-aye.  Carried

Clerk updates:  
Building Inspector:  Revak handed out some paperwork and a contract that T.A.K. dropped off which also included some other municipalities’ ordinances.  This will be place on the agenda for next month to discuss and act on.
Gene Kerner resigning: Revak told the committee that the Cities maintenance person Gene Kerner will be leaving the end of December.  Tony Vlach and Bronson Thalacker are learning the Boiler operations and if an electrician is needed or a plumber is needed then one will be called.  As for the cleaning and polishing of the floors Revak mention T&K Cleaners.  It was suggested this job be advertised for and Revak stated she would do this.  The offices could be cleaned by the Counseling and Development Center.  Supplies could be ordered by Revak.

Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson

Weight limit signs:  Discussion on if weight limit signs need to be posted.  Pisca was asked to explain why these signs were put up in the first place.  These streets only have 2” of asphalt on them and the city didn’t want this used as a shortcut by truckers.  Attorney Marshall stated signs are in the ordinance but it is very broad.  Bruce thinks the city has the authority to do it.  Sonntag states that we should list all the stop signs in the city also. There was more discussion on permits for people to use the city streets for hauling.  If the city would change the signs to state service vehicles allowed.
Campground Updates:  Issue at the shower building where a key got stuck in the door, cut the handle off and will be sending a new handle.  Make sure the door didn’t shift.  No info on the people that tore it up.  Dump station was move because it was too close to the Police Department driveway.  Someone put the no pets allow sign in the lake.  Linda wants to make sure someone guides the snowmobile trail, which isn’t a true trail.  Talk of closing is off but the ATV’s are going to go through it for access to the lakes.
Lighting out by Park Ridge Rd:  Scott Holoubek was requesting a road sign be put at the intersection so people can find Park Ridge Rd.  The post is there but the sign is gone.  Could any kind of lighting be put in that park?  This road should be clearly marked for ambulance and fire department.  The light could be put up by Xcel Energy at the intersection.
Public Works updates: Watermain is done, Cty H is done.  County F water lateral agreement with two residents.  Some septic tank issues in the new annex, out on F, Ridgewood terrace.  The original agreement was when the sewer or water went bad they had to switch over to city services.   Pisca will see if he can find the paperwork that goes along with this.
Public Safety - Vlach
Fire Department updates:   Need a new tanker and this should be discussed with the Fire Ad Hoc committee.  Pisca thinks his 2013 budget will be ok.  People need to clean out their dryer vents.

The MAVIS agreement needs to be signed by the Mayor.  Attorney Marshall will look at this closer.  This needs to be on the Council agenda.  
The department is in the accreditation process. 

The police department got a $4,000 grant from DOT and they will be using this for MOC system, live cell phone e-time etc. Sonntag is looking at a different camera systems.  Sonntag is looking to pay Al Cummings, School Liason, to $15.00/hr which would put him in line with the other part timers.  Sonntag is looking to have the bad ramps removed from the Skate Park.  Per Sonntag these ramps are being used by toddlers with bikes and could get hurt very badly.
Police Department updates:  Recall on Crown Vic
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Heitkemper asked if Sonntag was utilizing the Sheriff’s department for washing the squads.  Yes they are and it seems to be working out just fine.  Heitkemper wanted to know about the grant that was received for the interview room.  Sonntag stated all three agencies are listed on this grant but he has been trying to get the other agencies together but do to scheduling this hasn’t worked out with DHS, Price County Sheriff’s dept and himself.  What has happened with the Radio, Lights and Siren?  Per Sonntag these have been removed.
