Next meeting was set for February 4, 2014 at 5:30 p.m.

Hanish/Heitkemper motioned to approve the minutes as presented from December 3, 2013 meeting.  Carried
Mayor updates:

Avigation Easement for Road Right-of-Way:  This has to do with the trees on Elk Lake Dr. that need to be removed.  He is going to add a section for the Council Members to do their updates, complaints etc.  Jerry Clark was in a very bad car accident.  Jerry has been released however his wife is having some issues.  There have been some people with health issues in the DPW department also.
Clerk updates:  
Building Inspector:  Bruce is working on the process for the City of Phillips to hire their own building inspector.  He will hopefully have something for us at the next meeting.
Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson

Campground Updates:  The final pay request in the amount of $3,868.42 was presented.  Everything is done except for the fencing which will be done by Vyskocil’s and the door handle on the bathrooms.
Snow Removal by Phillips Service Center:  Spacek stated he received a complaint that Phillips Service Center is pushing snow across the road and leaving it on the other side of the street.  He thought there was an ordinance stating this isn’t supposed to be done.

Public Works updates: Clearing fire hydrants and removing snow.  They are short handed and are using former employees to help out.  Per Heitkemper maybe the city could do a project of adopt a fire hydrant.  Had some problems with the equipment and a lot of freeze ups.  Their basements are not heated and in the cold weather pipes are freezing.  Last week they had the first water break and had some issues.
Public Safety - Vlach
Fire Department updates:
MABAS agreement:  Attorney Marshall handed out the agreement to the Committee Members.  He explained how this agreement works and that it is a very good deal.

Spacek/Johnson motioned to recommend to the Common Council to approve the MABAS agreement on the agenda for the Common Council.  Carried
There should be a Fire AD HOC meeting scheduled and talk of the new Chaise should be discussed.

They had a fire in the Town of Worcester which was a good example of why they need their roads wider.  The Chairman from the Town of Worcester was able to ride along and understands some of the road access requests.

Police Department updates:
Sonntag presented a report showing all the calls for the year so the committee has a better understanding of what they do.  They are spending the money from the click it or ticket/ drive sober grant for $4,000.  New Video cameras are being purchased that are in the microphones the officer’s wear.
Sonntag is finishing up the accreditation paperwork.  He is waiting for Bruce to finish the Code book.

Heitkemper wanted to know if the Police Department is still charging for unlocking cars.  Per Sonntag, yes they are.  He stated he was directed to do this last year and has not been told to stop.  This will be placed on the Committee of the Whole.
