Meeting Minutes

Public Comment

Kathy Billeck was asking if it would be possible for her to get a loan from the cities TIF to fix up the show house down town.  There was discussion on other avenues she could try also, Impac 7, IDC, Northwest Regional Planning, etc.  Clerk Revak was asked to contact the assessor’s to find out if the projection equipment is considered RE Tax or PP Tax because that would make a difference as to what the city could give her a loan for. Building Inspector:  Per City Attorney Marshall the city just has to notify the state that we are going with our own building inspector.
Changing light fixtures and electric heaters:  A quote was received from Mealman Electric, however, it was discussed that maybe the city could get it done cheaper.  Jeff Williams will check on this.

Sign for Lidice Monument at Sokol Park:  Toni Brendel contact the Clerks office about placing a sign on Highway 13 letting people know about the Lidice Monument.  She was looking for the blessing of the Common Council.

Price County airport fueling system:  The Price County Airport needs to move one of the fueling tanks to a different location.  The DNR has approved this and so has the County Zoning.  The airport is located within the city limits so they would also like the cities approval.

Vlach/Clark motioned to recommend to the Common Council to approve the moving of the fueling system to a new location at the Price County Airport. Carried
