General - Mayor

Next meeting was set for March 31, 2014 at 5:30 p.m.

Spacek/Hanish motioned to approve the minutes as presented from February 4, 2014 meeting.  Carried
Mayor updates:
Mayor Peterson attended the PCEDA meeting and the Rail Road is going to increase their fees by 90%
Clerk updates:  
Building Inspector:  Ball is in the Clerk’s court.
Cleaning Position:  KT Carpet Cleaners was the only bid that came in for the cleaning ad.  Their quote was for $7,694.00 annually for stripping and waxing the city offices and rooms with doing the drill floor twice a year.  It was decided to go with stripping and waxing the drill floor only once and year and save $2,772.00

Johnson/Heitkemper motioned to recommend to the Common Council to contract with KT Carpet Cleaners for the cleaning of city offices.
Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson

Lengthy discussion on the city street projects by Mike Stoffel. There was discussion on special assessing for the sidewalk and curb.  Council doesn’t want to assess these charges. City needs to check their special assessment policies. In order to get the depth on Chestnut between Avon and Argyle for the sewer line they would have to extend it past Eyder.  The city would need to bid this in May to award Mid April put the city into a June construction.  Discussion on settlement of the road.  Discussion on access to city hall.  People can be directed in through the back.
Public Works updates:  Issues down at the treatment plant regarding the RBC’s.  RBC two went down in Feb. This RBC was put installed in 1982 $115,000 just for the equipment.  The last Sunday RBC one went down. This was installed in 1985 and then in 2006 the shaft broke on the end and was able to be repaired.  Not sure what is going to happen.  Looking at $230,000 to replace both of them.  Explore some options, in Minoqua they used to run RBC’s and then they converted to something else.  Bronson is going to do some research to find out what the city can do.
Discussion on running water and water main breaks.  34 freeze ups total at this point and 3 water main breaks.
Heitkemper/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to place a sign on Highway 13 directing people to the Chain-O-Lakes Campground.  Carried

Public Safety - Vlach
Fire Department updates:
Ad Hoc meeting went very well per Vlach.
Pisca gave some history on the tanker that was purchased in the past.  He presented different options and how the city could help out the townships.  The city uses the tanker but not as much as the townships.  The present loan can’t be combined with the old one because that was a group lease.  Jim thinks if the city would put down approximately 25,000 from the equipment replacement fund.  Jim wants to know if the city would like to go 5% of the cost or 10% of the cost.  5% would be $5,600 and 10% would be $11,200.  The city could pay theirs up front and this would reduce the township payments.  The Council feels they should go with the 10% as was done the last go around.
