Meeting Minutes

March 31, 2014
Mayor Peterson called the meeting of the Committee of the Whole to order at 5:30 p.m.

Public Comment

General - Mayor

Next meeting was set for May 6, 2014 at 5:30 p.m.

Vlach/Heitkemper motioned to approve the minutes as presented from March 4, 2014 meeting.  Carried
Mayor updates:
Mayor Peterson wanted to make sure everyone was aware of being able to park on the roads now.
Clerk updates:  
Hanish/Clark motioned to recommend to the Common Council to approve the Mobile Home Park Permits.  Carried.

Building Inspector:  The city needs to adopt an ordinance to use TK inspections as their building inspector.
Kaye Erickson’s hours have been cut to four 6hr days instead of five.  Get rid of the old computer.  
Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson

Phillips Plating-Darin Baratka:  Discussion about well #5 and the quality of water.  It is affecting his business and would like the City of Phillips to shut down well #5.  The City will shut it down for a month and Plating and the Phillips Dry Cleaners will check their filters and bring them back to the next Committee of the Whole meeting for review.
There was also discussion on the new DNR regulation for the Phosphorus levels and how Plating and the City of Phillips can work together to help each other out.  There is no reason why both should have to pay for and install separately the equipment required to reduce the levels to what they need to be per the DNR.

Lengthy discussion again on the city street projects by Mike Stoffel. Bids will be opened May 1st with a May 6th awarding.  Mayor Peterson doesn’t want Eyder Ave. narrowed at all.  He would like this to stay as wide.  There will be curb and gutter installed and some sidewalks.
Public Works updates:
RBC replacements at the treatment plant should be able to pay for this with TID funds.  The city is getting real good readings with the RBC system so the city will be staying with the RBC’s.  Change over to direct drive instead of change driven.

Still lots of water freeze ups.
Public Safety - Vlach
Fire Department updates:  Chief threw out some numbers for the different townships as far as the purchase of the new Chassis.  The City will be paying $11,214 and the down payment will come out of the equipment fund of $25,000.  A meeting has been scheduled for April 22, 2014 of the Fire Ad Hoc meeting.

There are industrial and private false alarms going out for the fire department.  Pisca would like to start charging for these calls and then maybe these fire systems will be fixed.  There was further discussion on this concern.  This item will be added to the next Committee of the Whole meeting.
Police Department updates:
Total calls for Mar 165 calls 47 were cases last year 190 calls with 38 cases
Total calls YTD 495 calls-107 cases last year 616 calls 131 cases.
A Meth bust in the city of Phillips and we may have a bill for the cleanup.  DSI came in for the cleanup and Lt. Hauschild was told because of the size of the City of Phillips we may not get billed for this, but he wanted the Council to be aware in case we do get a bill.

Quite a few referrals have come in from the Liaison officer in the school.  Heitkemper wanted to know if these referrals were being turned over to Social Services and Lt. Hauschild confirmed that yes they were.

Mayor Peterson wanted to know if there was something else that could be done to have more of a presence from the Police Department at the School.  Heitkemper stated that once these kids have to show up in court now that the referrals will be reduced.
