Enforcement was discussed that maybe the Phillips Police can do a drive through and mark the sites that are occupied and make sure they have a paid card displayed.  Chuck Holoubek can be in charge of cleaning the bathrooms.

Getting the volley ball courts set up.  Make sure the Triathlon organizers are involved.  Bronson will contact Tim Popp.

Lane Tank is at the old water tower doing the cleaning and painting.

Hydrant flushing was done last month.

Some patching was done but not the ones on Beebe Street.  It is scheduled to be redone in 2015 and it is a shame to waste the money if it is going to get torn up again.  It would cost over $1,000 to repair just to be torn up later.  July 4th may be hard on it.
RBC’s will be installing the direct drives.  The actual RBC’s won’t be installed until August.  The grant money we were looking at, we don’t qualify for but will re-apply June 11th.

Only one bid for the crushing came in from Grandbergs.

Painting is getting done.

Update on steps off of H.  Stoffel told Revak that it doesn’t look like there is an issue with state ROW.  The old Elm Street went down the hill and the rest is County so the State shouldn’t have to be involved.
