Meeting Minutes

July 1 2014
Mayor Peterson called the meeting of the Committee of the Whole to order at 5:30 p.m.

Present:  Charles Peterson, Jerry Clark, Richard Heitkemper, Linda Johnson, John Vlach, Dorothy Hanish, Jordan Spacek, Bruce Marshall (City Attorney), Barb Revak (Clerk/Treasurer), Bronson Thalacker (Director of Public Works), Mike Stoffel, Michael Hauschild (Acting Police Chief), Stephanie Daniels, Jeff Williams (Assistant DPW), Dolores Gradinjan, Joe Perkins and Darin Baratka.
Public Comment

Joe Perkins requested the City of Phillips consider repaving Pine Ridge Road at least in front of Northcentral Technical College.  The College has made numerous improvements to their building and expanded to draw people into the area and the City of Phillips needs to do the same.
General - Mayor

Next meeting was set for August 5, 2014 at 5:30 p.m.

Vlach/Spacek motioned to approve the minutes as presented from June 3, 2014 meeting.  Carried
Mayor updates:  Putting a sign on the front of the Squad Car.
Clerk updates: 
a. New City Signs – Dolores Gradinjan gave an update as to where everything was with the signs.  She is looking for a logo to put on the sign showing the different activities that can be done in this area.  Dolores had different signs to show as examples.  Dolores is with the AM VETS Auxiliary and they have some money to donate to the project but she is working on getting other donations.
b. Revak talked about the city getting a generator for the Municipal Building.  This building is designated as a safe place in case of an emergency and should have a generator in case the power goes out.  The council agreed and Revak will get some prices.

c. Revak talked about getting a couple of trail camera’s to be placed at the Campground and the Skate Park in the back of the building.  The council agreed and Revak will get some prices.
Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson

Water Quality Filters-Darin Baratka (Plating):  Darin presented a report showing the results from having well #5 shut down.  The Iron, Manganese and Silicon all went down a lot.  Well #5 can stay down unless needed for fires etc.  The Water Department will continue to exercise this well to the ground.
RBC extra mobilization charge.  Thalacker requested an extra mobilization for the RBC’s so they can pull the old RBC’s and make sure there is no damage underneath before installing the new RBC’s.  This amount is going to be $4,387.25.
Heitkemper/Clark motioned to approve the extra mobilization charge in the amount of $4,387.25.  Carried.

2014 Streets Plans:  Stoffel reported they found another sewer lateral that came out on S. Eyder Ave which meant the replacement of more sewer main.  There was an issue of extra water on Maple but will be taken care of.  Other than that things are progressing.
Campground set up, monitoring, collecting of funds, Fire Rings and Picnic Tables and all other issues: Discussion on fire rings, Jordan wanted to know what lumber was used on the picnic tables. Have not had a chamber meeting on the fire rings yet.  Revak brought up the fee envelopes and a deposit box.  Most everything is done and may be able to open soon.  We need an ordinance for the campground.   Attorney Marshall stated Revak, Marshall, Hauschild, Thalacker and Williams can take a look at them.  Marshall also stated that the ordinance should be simple and then reference a policy/rules.  More discussion on reservations, trees etc.  It was decided to hold off on the reservations until after we have a year under our belt.  We need to put up a sign.  This could be put up on the white directional signs.  This needs to be on the agenda for next month.
City services in conflict with Private businesses:  Heitkemper brought this up at the last meeting and wants to make sure that the City of Phillips isn’t in violation when removing snow and sanding parking lots.  Attorney Marshall didn’t think so but will check into this.  The other concern is taking business away from local businesses.  Thalacker will put together a list of what the city charges etc. and it can be compared to other businesses.
Public Works & Water/Sewer updates:  
It was a busy month, painting mowing, etc.  The old water tower was repaired and painted.  The volley ball courts are almost done.  John Obadal is working on this. Gary Edinger donated sand which amounted to about $700.  The steps are coming along but still waiting for the railings.  The crosswalk will be going straight across.

Police Department updates: Hauschild
Total calls for June 201 calls last year 205 calls
Total calls YTD 1,046 calls last year 1,213 calls.
Down an officer and things are busy. He hasn’t had time to patrol the road.  Ron has been busy with investigations.  Letter from in-synch will be increasing their support rates in 2015 about $327.  This is the first increase since 2008.
WILEAG: Sonntag started this to get accredited with the agency.  Not going to be as big as Sonntag stated.  The City of Phillips will be a test agency for 33 core standards.  Wisconsin Law Enforcement Accreditation Group.  These are really good policies.  They will be presenting us with a plaque if we do get accredited.
Al Cummings put together a report on what he does and happens at the school.  He meets with school and staff, puts on presentations, goes on class trips and dances.  Handles complaints at the school.

Haushchild spoke with the Police Chief in Medford and they really haven’t had any problems since the built their campground.  He sends an officer down twice a week to collect the money.  They also do a drive through.  We need to set up an ordinance.  Attorney Marshalls states the ordinance should be a bare bones as possible and reference a policy.  We need to make sure we post it for ATV’s also.
Budget adjustment for grant and expenses was presented.  Resolution #1144.  This resolution is for the $4,000 grant and expense in capital outlay.
Linda/Dorothy motioned to recommend to the Common Council to adopt resolution #1144 for a budget adjustment of expenses and revenues $4,000.  Carried
