Meeting Minutes

August 5, 2014
Mayor Peterson called the meeting of the Committee of the Whole to order at 5:30 p.m.

Present:  Charles Peterson, Jerry Clark, Richard Heitkemper, Linda Johnson, John Vlach, Dorothy Hanish, Jordan Spacek, Bruce Marshall (City Attorney), Barb Revak (Clerk/Treasurer), Bronson Thalacker (Director of Public Works), Mike Stoffel, Michael Hauschild (Acting Police Chief), Stephanie Daniels, Jeff Williams (Assistant DPW), Dolores Gradinjan, Al Cummings, Jim Pisca, Jay Halmstad, Doug Rasmussen, TJ Podmolik, Jody Podmolik and son..
Public Comment

Joe Perkins requested the City of Phillips consider repaving Pine Ridge Road at least in front of Northcentral Technical College.  The College has made numerous improvements to their building and expanded to draw people into the area and the City of Phillips needs to do the same.
General - Mayor

Next meeting was set for September 2, 2014 at 5:30 p.m.

Heitkemper/Spacek motioned to approve the minutes as presented from July 1, 2014 meeting.  Carried
Mayor updates:  Moving Council Meeting to the training room because of elections.
Clerk updates: 
a. New City Signs – Dolores and Jay Halmstad gave an update on the City Signs.  The city cannot per DOT remove or improve the sign on the south end of town and cannot replace it.  They would need to be either 1 ½ miles from the city limits or inside the city limits. Dolores spoke on getting grants and the different restriction on applying for them.  It was decided to be inside the city limits.  If the city would move the north sign, would there be room at the entrance to the Business Park?  Doug Rasmussen offered his property for the sign on the south side.  More discussion on options for the tag name on the sign and it sounded like everyone like “Your Northwoods Industrial and Recreation Capital”.  The ok was given to start and use this tag statement.  More discussion and ideas thrown around.
b. Jay Halmstad gave a report on the Banner System.  The poles are up and should be ready to go soon.
c. Revak reported on the Generator for the Municipal Building and is waiting to hear from Roxanne Hahan as to possible grants

d. A quote for a camera system was received from Custom Security Solutions.  This is a 4 camera system for at the Campground and it came in at $1,380.00. Three for the bathroom area with a short range and one with a long range.
Johnson/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to accept the proposal from Custom Security Solutions in the amount of $1,380.00 Carried

Board of Public Works/Recreation-Johnson

Phillips Youth Baseball:  TJ Podmolik and Jody addressed the committee about the baseball fields in the City of Phillips.  They do a lot of community work and stated that just about all of the fields need updating.  TJ presented everyone with an idea of what they would like to do to the Shamrock field.  A colored plan and layout was handed out and describe.  They handle about 200 kids in the summer with different tournaments etc.  There were more updates about what is happening with the program.  Memorial is the best field in the Northwoods when it isn’t wet.  Mayor Peterson asked TJ to go ahead and get some quotes and bring it back to the Committee.
City of Phillips Disaster Declaration:  This is part of the process for declaring the cold weather disaster.  Bronson request a motion to accept this.

Heitkemper/Vlach motioned to recommend to the Common Council to sign the City of Phillips Disaster Declaration for Price County.  Carried

2014 Streets Plans:  Stoffel discussed options for Chestnut Street for a water main replacement using an 8” or 6” line.  This will fix the exiting non conforming line.  This would be an additional $14,523.00.
Spacek/Heitkemper motioned recommend to the Common Council to go with the 6” pipe for the looping on Chestnut Street.  Carried 
There are some roof drains from the Municipal Center that need to be re-connected to the Storm Sewer.  Schedule is close to being on track.  The City will put up some signs so people know how to get here for the wedding.  They are almost done with Maple and Eyder for the underground part and will move on to Chestnut.

First pay request was presented for 159,360.15.  This will be run through the normal check run for the Common Council

Campground:  Cleaning can be done by Scott Holoubek.  Chuck said it would be too much to handle but Scott said he would do it on Friday and Monday.  Scott was asked because he helps his dad at other city facilities.
Spacek/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to hire Scott Holoubek to clean the bathrooms and showers down at the campground.  Carried

We have two fire rings finished and discussion about putting black plaques on the picnic tables.  The advertising plaques can be inset into the table.  We are going to start to go out of town for advertising to see if others are interested.

Discussion on the Campground ordinance:  Revak present the Committee with the cities current ordinance, a list of currently listed rules at the campground and other ideas that should be included in the ordinance and schedules that would be more easily changed.  After discussion Bruce will put some things together and we will bring this back to the Committee of the Whole.
City services in conflict with Private businesses:  Bronson handed out a list of what they charge for city services.  Heitkemper wanted to know how often this is done.  Jeff Williams responded that it isn’t every snow storm.  It is only when they get a request.
Attorney Marshall researched this and said that yes the City of Phillips can charge for services done on a municipal registration.
Heitkemper stated that the only reason he brought this up was because he wanted to make sure the City of Phillips was legal.

Public Works & Water/Sewer updates:  
Thalacker handed out a timeline for the events regarding the RBC breakdowns.  He has been as open as possible.  Statements were made that Bronson Thalacker has been doing a great job.  Concerns about the Townships not being notified. Summer help has been working out real good and the Huber project is working out great too.

Fire Department updates:  Fire Alarms – False alarms.  Jim will research this a little more and take it to the Fire Ad-Hoc committee.  Training for the new guys coming in.  New Chassis came in now just need to put the water tank on.

Total calls YTD 1,256 calls last year 1,456 calls.
Search warrant at 714 Flambeau Ave.  Lot of activity and arrested a couple of individuals for drug and paraphernalia.  Sent two officers to Flambeau Rama this last weekend.  A pedestrian sign was hit and he will be paying for the sign and repair.  
An issue came up this last winter with plowing snow from one property to the other.  The city needs to maybe add something to the snow and ice removal ordinance about now snow shall be deposited on another person property without prior approval.

WILEAG: Sonntag started this to get accredited with the agency and Hauschild finished it.  A Plaque was presented to Hauschild and another on will be presented at the Chief’s Association Conference.
