Mayor Peterson called the meeting of the Committee of the Whole to order at 5:30 p.m.

DISCUSSION-ACTION ITEMS:

General-Mayor/Clerk
1. Next meeting was set for January 6, 2015 in the Council Chambers at 5:30 p.m.

2. Heitkemper/Johnson motioned to approve the minutes from November 4 with a correction in the public hearing section changing determined to discussed.  Carried

3. Mayor updates: No updates.
4. Clerk updates: Tax bills were mailed out and water/sewer bills will go out the end of this month.  Nothing else happening.
Board of Public Works/Recreation – Johnson/Spacek
5. County plowing snow on sidewalks between Beebe and Victoria Street:  Jim Pisca and Gary Nadr were concerned about the snow that the County Highway Dept pushes onto the City Sidewalks along Highway 13.  This has been addressed in the passed with no resolution.  Maybe the Council should closed down the sidewalk in that area so the people that live along there don’t have to worry about it.  Once it freezes it can’t be moved.  Heitkemper requested Chief Hauschild talk with the County Commissioner and explain their concerns.

6. Semi parking on city streets – copps:  This semi was full of Turkeys that were needed for Thanks Giving.  Chief Hauschild talked with the manager and the semi can be parked in Totem Poles parking lot in the future.

7. 2014 Streets Plans.

a. Updates: Pay Request #5 was submitted to the City Engineering Firm.  Stoffel stated that the City needs to discuss some issue before approving this request.  Is the city going to fine them for not being done on time?  Have things been done to their satisfaction?  A separate DPW meeting will be scheduled next month.  Discussion on the sewer backups and the insurance companies.  Jakes insurance company stated in a letter that they will need another two to three months to determine whose fault it was.
b. The sewer connection located at 285 Chestnut St has a sag in it.  Thalacker will go and check it out again and determine how severe it is.  Leroy Mattison wants the City of Phillips to guarantee if there are issues with backup etc. the city will be responsible for repair and damages.

8. Next street projects:
a. Surveying was finished up this last week.  Have a special BPW meeting about the details of projects coming up.
9. Public Works & Water/Sewer updates:  
a. Water main break already by Elm and Hwy 13.  Had to detour Hwy 13.  Contracting with A-1 to do the dig.  Would the Council like the Christmas lights up before Thanksgiving?  Well #4 is still showing bacteria again.  Waiting for recommendation from Layne.  May have to think about a new well.  Stoffel suggest the city put in for a Clean Water Fund.  Initial intent has to be submitted by the end of the year.  They have a principle forgiveness program.  This should be done.

10. Fire Department updates:  Had some recalls for the two new trucks.  Nothing else.
11. Police Department Updates:
Total calls for October 158 calls last year 162 calls.

Total calls YTD 1,961 calls last year 2,128 calls.

Chief Hauschild informed the council of a drug bust that resulted in 4 felony charges.
Police Dept got a $4,000 grant for the Drive sober or get pulled over.  Heitkemper stated there is funding out there for cameras.
Hauschild passed out a contract for Al Cummings as the new lieutenant.  We could swear him in before the Common Council meeting.

The city would need to adopt an ordinance to allow the School buses the ability to use red lights within the City limits on all stops.  This should be on the Council agenda to recommend this goes to public hearing.
