Public Comment:  Joe Paul talked about the DNR putting up a life jacket loaner program.  A station is built where life jackets are kept and people can use one as needed.  This would be no cost to the City.  Add this to the Council Agenda for formal action

2. Clark/Spacek motioned to approve the minutes from January 6, 2015 as presented.  Carried

3. Mayor updates: No updates.
4. Clerk updates: Tax collections going good.  ATV usage and the price county ordinance was discussed.  This will be put on next month’s meeting again.  Discussion on changing the city ordinance for 16 years and a valid driver’s license.  Revak stated that it appears the county is going to change their ordinance to state if the city wants winter use they will have to take over maintenance of those roads.  The council needs to show up and state they the city is against this or ok with it.  More discussion on state regulations as to 12 year olds driving ATV’s.  Put this on the agenda for next month.
Board of Public Works/Recreation – Johnson/Spacek
5. Next street projects.  Stoffel handed out a summary of the discussion that was talked about at the BPW meeting.  The property owner at the end of Hickory will allow the city to build a temporary road so the people that live on Hwy 13 and enter their property from Hickory will be able to get to their homes.

6. Sewer Back Up insurance:  Discussing details of what this insurance would cover and what it wouldn’t.  The city is already covered under certain circumstance when they are at fault with liability insurance.  In other cases the city has immunity from claims.  The committee decided to get the no fault sewer backup as long as the city is have street projects.
Hanish/Spacek motioned to recommend to the Common Council to get the no fault sewer backup insurance to cover the city for the next few years while we are doing projects.  Carried
7. Well #4:  Still waiting on information.

12. Discussion on televising by Jake or a different contractor.  Need a laser to do the televising. Who is going to do the repairs?  This will be added to the Common Council agenda.
Public Safety - Vlach
13. Fire Department updates:  Received a $4,000 grant from Georgia Pacific for turn out gear. They will be replacing the equipment and upgrading as needed.  Bad fire down at Kennan and one fireman from down there was burnt really bad.  Car accidents but no major fires.
14. Police Department Updates:
Total calls for January 200 calls last year 177 calls.

Total calls YTD 200 calls last year 177 calls.

5 domestics, 11 snow removal, 9 theft complaints 19 parking, and child abuse case.

Lt Cummings presented for the Police Department.  Chief Hauschild has received proposals on a loan for a new squad.  First National Bank was the one willing to work with the City of Phillips.  They will allow an annual payment instead of monthly, they were the lowest interest rate, of the 7 banks that were asked, at 2.75% and they were local.  The final cost will be $31,410.00 for a new squad through the Phillips Ford and the installation from Northway Communications.  It will be the same scheme as the current squads are now.

One of the full time officers is seriously considering going from full time to part time and filling the school liaison position. Al is trying to still go to the school as much as possible.  He also wants to make sure that once the office makes it official to drop to the partime status that the committee with allow him to proceed with hiring a new full time officer right away.

The new part time office Josh Englund is doing an excellent job.
