Meeting Minutes

March 3, 2015

Mayor Peterson called the meeting of the Committee of the Whole to order at 5:30 p.m.

Present:  Charles Peterson, Jerry Clark , Linda Johnson, John Vlach, Dorothy Hanish (phone), Jordan Spacek, Bruce Marshall (City Attorney), Barb Revak (Clerk/Treasurer), Bronson Thalacker (Director of Public Works), Ryan-Ayres, Michael Hauschild (Police Chief), Jim Pisca (Fire Chief), Rebecca Smith.

Public Comment:  Joe Paul talked about the DNR putting up a life jacket loaner program.  A station is built where life jackets are kept and people can use one as needed.  This would be no cost to the City.  Add this to the Council Agenda for formal action

DISCUSSION-ACTION ITEMS:

General-Mayor/Clerk
1. Next meeting was set for April 7, 2015 in the Training Room at 5:30 p.m.

2. Johnson/Spacek motioned to approve the minutes from February 3, 2015 as presented.  Carried

3. Mayor updates: No updates.

4. Clerk updates: 

a. Discussion/action on previous bank presentations.  After some discussion it was decided to combine all accounts to one bank.  This should be addressed every 5 years or so.

Johnson/Hanish motioned recommending the city move all bank accounts from Wells Fargo Bank to First National Bank. 

Clark – aye, Heitkemper – aye, Johnson – aye, Vlach – aye, Hanish – aye and Spacek – aye.  Carried

b. Building Inspector discussion:  City needs to address this issue to see if the city needs one or not.  Different scenario’s were discussed where it would be better for the city to have a professional inspector.

Vlach/Johnson motioned to send this to the April Committee of the Whole meeting. Carried.

c. Alcohol and beer allowed at Elk Lake Park and the Campground.  When people reserve the Elk Lake Park Pavilion they ask if alcohol is allowed at the park.  In the current ordinance it states not in public ways.  The city should amend the section 19.18 where it addresses exceptions to the ordinance and add that it would be allowed during certain times at the Pavilion and the campground.  This will be added to the Committee of the Whole agenda.

d. The city is going to have a party saying good-bye to all the issues, water-main breaks, lateral freeze ups, sewer backups, RBC breakdowns, etc.

e. ATV discussion was about the City Winter use on County Roads and how the city didn’t want to take over maintenance of the county roads.  Vlach stated it was not the road itself it was if they were going to put in a special lane alongside the road for ATV’s.  Revak stated he said it would cover the shoulder which the ATV’s can’t ride on the side of the road they have to stay on the blacktop.

5. Someone left his phone on the table in the library and someone else took it.  They aren’t concerned about people walking off with stuff because they have stuff tagged and if someone brings things in they should be responsible for there on stuff.  Johnson would like to see a surveillance camera on the outside of the building to see who comes in and out.  And keep an eye on the outside of the grounds where kids hang out.

Council Member Johnson was asked to leave due to being intoxicated.

8. Chuck mentioned that Plating wanted to work with MSA for the phosphorus removal.

9. Heitkemper/Clark motioned to direct Bronson Thalacker (DPW) to get proposals for a feasibility study on phosphorous removal.  Carried

10. Public Works & Water/Sewer updates:  Started off slow but now we are having some freeze ups.  A lateral brake on Avon was fixed in 2 hours.  Good month for shop and M & E fixes.  Not sure about water runs for water freeze ups.
