Support of opening all Price County Roads to ATV/UTV usage
Whereas:  Price County is discussing opening all Price County roads and amending their ATV/UTV Ordinance; and
Whereas:  The Price County ordinance already allows for them to open up all roads; and
Whereas:  The City of Phillips believes in promoting tourism in this area and more recreational opportunities for our local citizens. The best interest of ATV/UTV owners and enthusiast can be served by helping them to gain access to trails for the enjoyment of ATV/UTV riding.  ATV/UTV use is becoming one of the top sport and family recreational activities in Wisconsin;

Therefore be it resolved that:  The City of Phillips is in full support of Price County opening all County Roads for the promotion and enjoyment of tourists and local residents by May 15th for use this year.

Discussion on taking down the bridge by the Price County Fair Grounds and putting up a fishing pier.  Need to figure out who owns what. Add this to the agenda for next month.

10. 2014 Project Correction proposals.  Much discussion on the problems with the sewer from the street project.  The city decided to not accept the payment of $1,000 per year for 75 years.  The city wants this money up front in case something happens to his business and we wouldn’t get the money.  Basically the City wouldn’t pay for the cost of the sewer installation. More discussion on the sags and defective work.  There may be more sags in the lateral pipes then originally thought.  The city will hold on settlement until more information is available.
11. Pursuing SDWLP funding for a new well and maybe CDBG funding for either a new well or Flambeau Avenue for 2016. The City is tied at #1 for funding for the safe drinking water loan fund. The city needs to make a decision tonight to the well project and Flambeau Ave. project in the future.  This will take time to get everything done.
Hanish/Clark motioned to authorize Aryes to Proceed with the SDWLP funding and CDBG funding for upcoming projects. Carried
