If a person is only maintaining or repairing with no structural changes then no permit will be needed.  If the foot print of a building is changed then they need to turn in a plan.  Reference the state code.  14.07 portion of current ordinance, this is where we can appoint a state building inspector.  Use the language of the new ordinance.  If a structure is erected that is not permanently attached or substantially anchored to the earth no permit would be required.

Clark/Spacek motioned to send building inspector/regulations ordinance to the Common Council on May 12, 2015 for review and adoption with amendments suggested.  Carried.

Questions on the size of Ashland street were discussed.  38’ is curb to curb currently and that is too small can he work with 50’? Stoffel, what about a zero setback lot line?  Tom Gehrke was unwilling to concede anything.  See if Gehrke would agree to a 50’ street for the boundaries by measuring 25 feet from the center of the street both ways.  Marshall suggested this would be a good time for Al to get in touch with the property owners on the other side of Ashland to agree that if and when an assessor’s plat takes place that they would agree to the 25’ also.
