6. Paving Elk Lake Dr. – Gary Rand

Gary Rand spoke on the condition of Elk Lake Dr.  There are pot holes, lose gravel etc. on the road that needs major repairs.  This road has not been repaired in the last 20 years.  Pisca stated that when this road was put in the developer for Red Pines was supposed to build the road to city standards and they did not.  That is why the city didn’t take over the road.
