Meeting Minutes

August 4, 2015
Mayor Peterson called the meeting of the Committee of the Whole to order at 5:30 p.m.

Public Comment: Mark Distin asked if the Presbyterian Church could leave the tent up on N. Avon Ave. over night because the company couldn’t come and take it down until the next day.  The Fire Dept, Ambulance and Police all said that as long as they know about it they can go around it.
DISCUSSION-ACTION ITEMS:

General-Mayor/Clerk
1. Set next month’s meeting date and time:  Tuesday Sept 1, 2015 at 5:30 p.m.  

2. Heitkemper/Clark motioned to approve the minutes from July 7, 2015 meeting. Carried
3. Mayor updates.  Received a call from gentleman from Eau Claire.  He is starting a new job at Medisize and wanted to know if we would be willing to rent out a campsite on a weekly or monthly basis.  They agreed to do it like the workers with $100 per week and couldn’t use a prime spot.
4. Clerk updates.

a. Easement direction for city sign - Rasmussen:  Attorney Marshal need to know what the requirement were going to be to include in the addendum to the easement.  The committee agreed to leave the size out of the easement and it should follow the city’s ordinance.  He also wants to know how many square feet of land will be used.
b. Building inspector appointment and contract.  Attorney Marshall looked over the contract with Troy Kadlecek and the addendum.  Marshall only saw one thing he felt should be removed.  On page 5 it stated that “Fees for dwellings without plumbing and electrical systems shall be 2/3 of the normal fee.”  Those types of dwellings aren’t allowed in the city limits so this should be taken out.  Put this on the Council Agenda for next week.
Heitkemper/Spacek motioned to recommend to the Common Council to appoint Troy Kadlecek as the City’s Building Inspector.  Carried

5. Phillips Fire Marker at Bostrom Park. – Hunter Schilling; per Jeff Williams Hunter Schilling is supposed to be fixing the Fire Marker as an Eagle Scout.  The metal plate is very heavy and should be removed as soon as possible before it falls down and hurts someone.  DPW will take care of that tomorrow.

6. Ash tree removal policy.  Attorney Marshall doesn’t have it done yet.

7. Removal of bridge by Fair Grounds and possible improvements; Mayor Peterson states that is won’t be discussed any more.  The bridge belongs to the town of Worcester but he would like to have the city crew put up a chain link fence so no one can get hurt on it.

8. 2015 street projects

a. Ryan presented the new information on the extension of work that needs to be done on Beebe to Elk.  This will cost an additional $46,871.82.  They are shooting to get done by the 28th with the curbing and blacktop.

b. Pay Request #1 – A-1 in the amount of $240,542.28 was requested.
Hanish/Clark motioned to recommend to the Common Council to pay Request #1 from A-1 in the amount of $240,542.28.  Carried

9. MSA – phosphorus removal update; Tom Fitzwilliams presented an update on the phosphorous removal regulations and different process’s that can be done.  He explained more about treating the water sheds and getting credit for what comes out of the treatment plant the trying to get the treatment plant to zero.  He will come back again later in the year with more information.  There are options and these need to be evaluated.  There is time to study these options.  Cost is a very important part of the study.
10. Public Works & Water/Sewer updates:  Todd - Discussed shutting down ¾’s of the city from water.  Something is shut down that they are not aware of.  The SCADA computer system is down and will probably cost about $3,000 to $4,000 to upgrade it.   Jeff; the library project is coming along slower that they thought but an issue with the level of the sidewalk with the ramp going to the building.  4 blocks got cracked.

11. Fire Department updates:  Travis Abraham was reported for Chief Pisca. Truck operator training on the 27th.  There was a fire out on Long John’s Rd and there is need for work on the driveways.

c. There were 4 burglaries and one vehicle that was broken into in the city in the last month.  The good news is the subjects were caught.  Arrested one man on a marijuana sale.  Finally fixed the problem on the new squad.  There were metal shavings on the module that was short circuiting the electrical system.  This has been fixed and Northway reimbursed the city for the cost.  They have a GIS program so that officers can see where other officers are located.
