Mayor Peterson called the meeting of the Committee of the Whole to order at 5:30 p.m.

General-Mayor/Clerk
1. Set next month’s meeting date and time:  Tuesday November 3, 2015 at 5:30 p.m.  

2. Hanish/Tomaszweski motioned to approve the minutes from September 1, 2015 meeting. Carried
3. Mayor updates.  Georgia Pacific is starting to lay employees off. Jakes was supposed to turn in a proposal.  Stoffel got a proposal around lunch time.

4. Clerk updates.

a. Rent garage on Princeton Lane:  Ken and Linda Haynes have been renting the house on Princeton Lane.  They were in the process of moving out when Ken had major heart surgery.  They still have stuff in the garage and wanted to know if they could rent the garage if needed.
Vlach/Tomazewski motioned to recommend to council to allow Haynes to rent the garage for $50.00.  Carried

b. Hall use for pickleball – Jane Hemlock:  Jane asked if a group of people could use the drill floor to play pickle ball once a week.  Revak stated to not use it during the day but in the evening wouldn’t be so bad.  A fee of $25.00 was discussed.  Jane will get back to us before the Common Council meeting.
c. Hanish/Klimowski motioned to recommend to the Council to adopt the amendment to the current zoning ordinance C-1 Commercial to allow for apartments as a conditional use in a C-1 Commercial district with restrictions of no more than 50% of street level alley side & 100% of all other levels as recommended by the Planning Committee.

d. Klimowski/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to approve the amendment to Phillips Ordinance 17.15 Lot Size and Setbacks to include special reduced setbacks for all property parcels on reduced-width (50’) Ashland Avenue in anticipation of completion of Assessor’s Plat as recommended by the Planning Commission. Roll Call Vote; Clark-ABS, Heitkemper-ABS, Tomazewski-aye, Vlach-abstained, Hanish-aye, Klimowski-aye.  Carried

Board of Public Works/Recreation –Klimowski/Tomaszewski
5. Addition of 10,000 gal LP tank to Hilgy’s Lot; Carl Hilgendorf approach the Committee about an addition of a tank at Hilgy’s Gas on S. Lake Ave.  He has the RR bringing in LP gas at a lower rate now but the deliver more than the current tank can hold if there is gas left in it.  This makes it difficult when receiving a shipment.  He is in the process of removing the smaller tanks and painting the existing large tank.  Carl mentioned he would like to put up a fence to cover up some of the site and is planning on dressing up the building.  Revak will write up a letter stating the City of Phillips has no objections to Hilgy’s adding an 18,000 gal tank.
Hanish/Tomaszewski motioned to recommend to the Common Council to send a letter to Carl Hilgendorf stating the City of Phillips has no objection to the installation of an 18,000 gal LP gas tank as long as the permit process is completed with the state properly and legally.  Carried.

6. Street light at intersection of Parkridge Road and Ridgeway Drive:  This intersection doesn’t have a street light.  There is a park where kids play and traffic in that area.  Xcel would install a new light for approximately $1,500.
Vlach/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Common Council to install a new street light at the intersection of Parkridge Road and Ridgeway Drive.  Carried.

7. Purchase and financing of used street sweeper.  Cost 65,000, interest rate – 3% with annual payment of approx $14,000:  After discussion and verification that one loan is just going to roll into another loan it was decided to move forward with the purchase.  Jeff will see if he can’t get some free maintenance out of the company.
Vlach/Tomaszewski motioned to recommend to the Common Council to approve the purchase of a new street sweeper for $65,000 with annual payment of approximately $14,000.  Carried

8. Ash tree removal policy: Attorney Marshall presented an Ash Tree Retention Agreement.  If this is an item to move forward with this should be put in the ordnance so if the fees don’t get paid we can place it on the tax roll, there for a public hearing is needed.
Vlach/Hanish motioned to send the ash tree retention agreement as an ordinance amendment to a public hearing on November 3, 2015 at 5:30.  Carried
9. 2015 street projects; Paving is done, restoration is done, punch list.  There should be a pay request put on the agenda for the Common Council.  Revak questioned why the water/sewer is paying the water sewer replacement in projects.  This was originally set up for TIF money to pay for the upgrades.  Why do we have to take on more debt when TIF was going to pay for it all in the first place?  If there isn’t enough money then maybe we don’t do all the projects.  Per Mike Stoffel in order to get the projects done that the council wants to get done then Water/Sewer needs to pay their share.  Based on the 10% rate case this would pay for the water share and then the sewer would have to do a rate case so sewer can pay for their share.  The rates are set so that you can replace.  Utilities are set up to take care of themselves.  The Tif and all the street projects that need to get done they need all the money.  The speed bump on why 13 is fixed
10. Public Works & Water/Sewer updates:  Toelle, testing was done and very little phosphorus is being put in the lake by the City of Phillips.  They are going to try to get a break from DNR.  The Campground will be shut done the end of the month.  Water will be off by October 15th.  After discussion the campground will stay open until the end of November with no utilities and no off season rate.  The entrance will be barricaded off.  Working on the new well and test pumping.
