a. Williams: they are ready for snow, Heitkemper wanted to know who was in charge of the intersection of W and Beebe St.  That intersection gets slippery and needs sanding.
b. Toelle:  November 20th there was an issue with well #6.  Strand Electric was called and found a corrosion issue in the electric box.  He also talk about the underground three phase and switching it over to overhead.  The committee agreed that if this needs to be done then it should be done.  Test wells by upson’s, county etc. are still being done.

9. Fire Department updates: Chief Pisca reported that the guys are still going to pumper training.  Talked with NTC about getting some refresher classes.  Nox Box system was installed at Georgia Pacific.  This would allow the fire department to enter the building if an emergency would occur.  Plating is putting in a sprinkler system.  The fire department now has an agreement with the Federal Forest Dept on reimbursing $210 for a tanker, $200 for an engine and $50 for equipment used for grass fires or forest fires. Ordered another 300 feet of LDH which will get them from Elk Lake to the middle of down town.
