December 1, 2015
Mayor Peterson called the meeting of the Committee of the Whole to order at 5:30 p.m.

DISCUSSION-ACTION ITEMS:

General-Mayor/Clerk
1. Set next month’s meeting date and time:  Tuesday February 2, 2016 at 5:30 p.m.  

2. Vlach/Klimowski motioned to approve the minutes from December 1, 2015 meeting with corrections. Carried
3. Mayor updates.
a. The Christmas party was moved from the 21st to the 20th.
4. Clerk updates:  Revak stated all was good.  Money coming in from taxes and water/sewer bills.
Legal
5. Judy Chizek spoke on behalf of Price County:  She applied for a $54,000 grant.  And what they would like to do with the grant is an assessor’s plat for Beebe’s Addition.  She would like to give it to the City and then the City of Phillips would hire someone to do the assessor’s plat and then report that to the County when it is finished.  Judy already got the quotes and it shouldn’t go over the $54,000.  The county can’t get the grant and then hire someone that works for the County.  If they give the money to the city to have it done they can hire someone even if they work for the County.

Hanish/ Heitkemper motioned to recommend to the Common Council to direct legal counsel to prepare a Memorandum of Understanding between the City of Phillips and Price County to complete an assessor’s plat on Beebe’s Addition (7-37-1 east) with the grant funds of $54,000.  Carried

Public Safety - Vlach
6. Fire Department updates: Not much going on right now.  Looking to get a computer for Shipley the new Secretary/Treasurer.  Fire Ad Hoc meeting on the 25th of this month at 6:00.
7. Police Department Updates:
Calls reported were December 187 last year 178
2015 total calls - 2324 last year 2440
December 9th Dogs were brought to the School and Phillips Plastics parking lot, hit on 4 vehicles at the High School but no arrests were made.
December 23rd  514 Beebe Street search and arrested 3 male adults for possession of Marijuana and drug paraphernalia and 1 adult was arrested for delivery of a 2 and 4 drug.
Received a check from the Wisconsin League of Municipalities for implementing the core standards for WILEG and will continue to pay membership.

February will be sending drug officer; this will be Peterson who is taking over from Rose.

Prescription drugs go from 1-4, 2 is morphine and 4 is oxycodone.
Board of Public Works/Recreation –Klimowski/Tomaszewski
8. Pay requests:

a. Pay request # 5 is for the six hydrants the City payment of until they had the painting squared away. They will come back and fix the bottoms and warrant them for 10 years.  
Vlach/Clark motioned to recommend to the Common Council to pay request #5 in the amount of $19,500 to A-1 Excavating for the 2015 Streets project (Fire Hydrants). Carried

b. Pay request #2 to CTW Corporation in the amount of $12,397.50 for test borings for well #7.  Ball Field, Sqaw Creek, Fairgrounds.  By Jordans they found water but not enough water.  By the Ball Fields they got good water with sand and gravel.  They will do the testing pumping on January 6th.
Heitkemper/Tomaszewski motioned to recommend to the Common Council to pay request #2 to CTW Corporation in the amount of $12,397.50 for test borings for well #7.  Carried

9. Request for curb and gutter on 1st street:  Dave Baratka:  Williams stated they will lose a lot of their yards and he doesn’t think they realize that.  Heitkemper said we should put some sticks to mark where is will be so they can get an idea as to where it will be.  There is a runoff problem.  This will be taken into consideration.  Also the costs could be assessed against the owners property.
10. 2015 street projects: No new updates
11. 2016 street projects:  Moving Flambeau out to 2017 and do the resurfacing in 2016.  Klimowski wanted to know if we were going to repair Storms Rd in 2016.  Town of elk wanted to know because they are planning on doing a resurfacing of Storms Rd and the City of Phillips is also responsible for a portion of the repair.
12. Water/Sewer Revenue Bonds:  Stoffel and Ruechel presented the Council with a schedule for new Revenue bonds to reimburse the costs of the water and sewer replacements on the 2014 and 2015 streets projects. This will be placed on the C.O.W. agenda for next month.  The city will deal with the sewer increase in the future when and if it is needed.
13. TID project amendments:  Brian Ruechel discussed the amendment request for including Industrial Development incentives, acquisition of property and park improvements.  He explained the time line and asked if and when the Council would like this done by.  The response was within a couple of months if possible so this is in place in the event the investment firms purchases a closed plant and request help with funding for the purchase.
Heitkemper/Tomaszewski motioned to recommend to the Common Council to proceed with amending the project list for TID #4 ½ mile projects.  Carried
14. Public Works & Water/Sewer updates:  Got the sweeper. Received a $25,000 grant from DNR to use for the cities tree program, the high school is going to help with it.  Not much snow this year so far.  Toelle- for the last month and one-half we have been messing with the water feed on Hwy H.  Second time this has happened.  They found out that in 2013 Lionite had a water main break and they dead ended that particular line that was feeding the line on Highway H.  From Hwy 13 down to the bridge it is 10” then it turns to 6” and then back into 12”.  Todd feels this is the reason why when they shut down a certain valve there isn’t enough pressure to force the water where it needs to go.  Toelle thinks the loop through Lionite is a private loop but would like to reconnect it.  DNR is happy with our progress at the treatment plant.
