Meeting Minutes

March 1, 2016
Mayor Peterson called the meeting of the Committee of the Whole to order at 5:30 p.m.

DISCUSSION-ACTION ITEMS:

General-Mayor/Clerk
1. Set next month’s meeting date and time:  Tuesday April 5, 2016 at 5:30 p.m.  

2. Clark/Hanish motioned to approve the minutes from February 4, 2016 meeting. Carried
3. Mayor updates.
a. Mayor Peterson and Jeff Williams went to a meeting with the county about the bridge replacement on Highway H.
4. Clerk updates:

a. Plans for rental house at 105 Princeton Valley Ln.   The Insurance will be paying the City of Phillips $20,000.  Revak was directed to put it out for bids with the understanding that the house and garage will need to be removed from the property.  This property will then be rezoned into Commercial or Industrial and listed for sale.  Revak was instructed to also contact the gas supplier for them to pick up the tank and refund the supply in the tank.  Also contact Price Electric to have the electricity disconnected.
Board of Public Works/Recreation –Klimowski/Tomaszewski
5. Pedestrian signs at existing cross walks on N. Airport Rd.  Bruce stated there was already a sign by the cross walk.  The city needs to decide if they would like a policy on crosswalks in the City.
6. 2015 street projects:  Nothing to report
7. 2016 street projects:  Discussion on what streets should be done.  Which ones should be bid out?  The majority are set up for pulverize and blacktop.  Williams stated they all need it.  Stoffel throughout some numbers.  Revak wanted them to decide which ones needed it the most.  Revak didn’t want to spend all this money to do these streets and then not have the funding for Flambeau.  Stoffel stated that if Water/Sewer paid their own way there should be enough to do them all.  The City can bid them all out and then the city could decide which ones to do this year.  The committee discussed whether or not the County would pay for some of the resurfacing of Airport road because they may be using it as a detour.  Bidding usually runs between $4,000 and $5,000.  Ayres should start the bidding process and the City can take it from there.  Better pricing is in the spring of the year.  Stoffel figures it would be the middle of April for the bids and awarding to happen.  Heitkemper and Clark both figure we need to get the bidding in now.

Heitkemper/Clark motioned to recommend to the Common Council to put up for bids the scheduled roads for 2016.  Carried

8. Well #7 updates and motions:  Drilled a test well by the north ball field driveway and ended up with 7ft of very high quality and sufficient quantity.  Looking for a data point where it was thicker than 7ft.  Drill another exploratory whole by Arnie Upson’s property before spending the money on a test well. The area needed for a well house per code is 100’ by 100’.  If it would be on Upson’s property the city has to pay fair market value.
Comments from DNR on plans, addressing those.  Notification was sent to withdraw one Fiscal year 16 funding so we can apply for the 2017 funding.  CDBG funding is out there.

9. Public Works & Water/Sewer updates:
Jeff Williams has nothing, just doing the standard stuff.
Todd Toelle, treatment plant doing good after the Xcel fire.  They did a real nice job cleaning up.
Public Safety - Vlach
10. Fire Department updates:  Pisca stated they are working on several different issues.  A booklet needs to be set up and sent out to the townships and the insurance companies explaining what and why we charge.  There isn’t a statute that states we can charge so they need to find one that states we CAN’T charge them.  Heitkemper wanted to know if we simply need an ordinance giving us the power to charge them.  Direct Bruce to put an ordinance together that would the ability for the cover fire charges for car accidents.  Insurance coverage on vehicles and buildings.  Revak will check with the insurance company to make sure that we have adequate coverage.
11. Police Department Updates: Per Chief Hauschild
Calls reported February this year 169 last year 162.  YTD this year 367 last year 363.
Park Time officer Josh Englund is nearing the 1,200 hours.  He is at about 1,100 and this goes on a rolling year.  It would be cheaper to keep him on then to use the full timers to cover.  He is also vested here and it wouldn’t be that much because he would have to pay a portion of his retirement.
The Phillips Police Department assisted the Price County Sheriff’s Department with a death investigation.  It was about 100 yards out of the city limits.  Peterson just finished his two weeks of drug training.
