6. Bank Clock update:  Have a lot of discussion it was decided that the clock belonged to Davette Hrabak, Lynn Bohn and Judy Haydan.  They will be responsible for restoring the bank clock and then donating it to the City of Phillips and hopefully install it at the Elk Lake Park Pavilion.
