COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on January 4, 2000.

Mayor Henningfeld called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Council members present as listed below.

Visitors sign in list circulated.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain to accept the minutes of meetings held in December, 1999. Carried.

Sherburn Mabie, SOUL Group member, presented council members with a list of web site locations that can be used to obtain information on alternate sources of generating power.

The following are comments on the proposed Year 2000 Phillips Water-Sewer Utility budget:

John Martwick:
Propose $10,000 in budget to cover the purchase of feeder pumps for wellhouses 4 and 5. The proposed purchase of a water meter reading device would be a complete unit.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain adopting the 2000 Water-Sewer Utility Budget as proposed, showing revenue of $729,866, and expenditures of $720,601. Carried.

City Attorney Willett outlined his comments on the Option To Purchase agreement submitted by Al Stolen, Deltox, Inc. Mr. Perkins asked if potential apartment residents, as designated by WHEDA, covered any age residents, or 55 years of age and older. The title to the property currently occupied by the Young Scientists Group would continue to be held by the City of Phillips at this time.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain instructing City Attorney Willett to prepare and submit a revised Option To Purchase to Al Stolen, Deltox, Inc., for signature/signatures and return of said document to the City of Phillips no later than January 20, 2000.  If said signed document is not returned by the date stated, Mayor Henningfeld is authorized to sign the bid proposal submitted by Wallace E. Roder, WER Wrecking.  Carried.

Motion by Mr. Michalec, seconded by Mr. Perkins to pay the follow​ing invoices, as reviewed by the Common Council:

General Government check numbers 42369 through 42447 in the total amount of $236,974.71. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Corcilius instructing City Attorney Willett to prepare eviction action notice for removal of a business sign located on city street right-of-way, owned by James Wamser Comfort Cove Resort.  Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel adopting resolution number 1012.
Carried.

RESOLUTION #1012

RESOLVED, by the Common Council of the City of Phillips that pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 40 of the Wisconsin Statutes, the Common Council hereby determines to be included under the following group life
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insurance program provided by Chapter 40 of the Wisconsin Statutes for its eligible personnel: Basic Group Life Insurance, and Spouse and Dependent Group Life Insurance.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the proper officers are herewith authorized and directed to take all actions and make such deductions and submit such payments as are required by the Group Insurance Board of the State of Wisconsin to provide such group life insurance.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Common Council WRS Agent submit a certified copy of this resolution to the State of Wisconsin Department of employe Trust Funds.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Belan resolving to pay the entire premium for life insurance for Basic Group Life Insurance, and spouse and Dependent Group Life Insurance for qualified city employees. Carried.

City Attorney Willett and Mr. Perkins briefed council on the details of the proposed contract between the City of Phillips and the Phillips Professional Police Association Local 231. Mrs. Wenzel, and Mr. Belan, although not disagreeing with the proposed contract particulars, expressed concern over not having had a chance to review the proposed contract prior to this meeting.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain to contract with the Phillips Professional Police Association Local 231, as negotiated, and authorizing Mayor Henningfeld and City Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux to sign said contract. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Perkins, Mr. Michalec, Mr. Corcilius, and Mr. McBain. Alderpersons voting nay: Mrs. Wenzel, and Mr. Belan. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to convene into closed session. Authority: Wisconsin State Statute 19.85(1) (b), discipline of city employee. Alderpersons voting aye: Mrs. Wenzel, Mr. Michalec, Mr. Perkins, Mr. Corcilius, Mr. Belan, and Mr. McBain. Alder​persons voting nay: None. Carried. Closed session convened at 9:38 PM.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Michalec to reconvene into open session. Authority: Wisconsin State Statute 19.85(2). Carried. Reconvened session at 10:15 PM.

Visitors present: Police Chief Moore, Carol Moore, and Officer Dosch.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to freeze the sa1ary of the Police Chief at the 1999 rate, until a review of the 2000 department budget to determine fiscal responsibility. Allowing for un​foreseen events effecting budget expenditures, if budget review determines adherence to expenditure limits, the difference between the 1999 salary and the 2000 salary will be paid to the Police Chief on the last payday in Year 2000. Alderpersons voting aye: None. Alderpersons voting nay: Mr. Perkins, Mrs. Wenzel, Mr. Michalec, Mr. Corcilius, Mr. Be1an, and Mr. McBain. Not Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. Corcilius to adjourn. Carried.
