Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain to accept the minutes of meetings held on April 5 and April 18, 2000, as presented. Carried.

Taryn Nall, representing Kaempfer & Associates, briefed council members on the following developments related to upgrade improvements at the wastewater treatment plant:

1. The facility modification plan is being reviewed by the D.N.R.

2. A comparison sheet showing projected increased costs of sewer rates was discussed.

3.  Deregulation from the P.S.C. related to sewer rate charge systems was discussed.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain to enter into an agreement with Northern States Power Company to install 3 street lights at intersections in the Phillips Business Park and the intersection at E1k Lake Drive and South Airport Road for a total cost of $6,378.12.  Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain granting permission to Kay Holoubek to utilize the hall area for a Preschool Graduation Program on May 21, 2000 with a security deposit of $75.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins granting permission to Jodell M. Kadlecek to utilize the hall area for a Rubber Stamp Convention on October 21, 2000 for a fee of $250.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins granting permission to Margaret A. Meives to utilize the hall area for a wedding reception and dance on February 10, 2001 for a fee of $250.00 Carried.

Mr. Namtzu informed council members of the projected cost of 3 traffic lights to be located at the intersections of County Highway F, State Highway 13, and Airport Road. The total cost would be in the

range of $300,000. The following would be the share breakout: State of Wisconsin $150,000 - Price County $75,000 - City of Phillips $75,000.

Mr. McBain asked Mr. Namtzu to research itemized cost breakdown. Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain to schedule a public hearing for June 6, 2000 at 7:00 PM to receive comments and discussion on Section 9.05(2), Public Peace And Good Order, and adoption of Wisconsin State Statute 346.945, Rules Of The Road, and 350.101, Snowmobiles. Carried.

Council members directed Clerk/Treasurer Lamoreaux and Director of Public Works Staroba to use discretion regarding permitted use of city Pprk areas.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. McBain to pay the following bills, as reviewed, representing check run dated May 3, 2000. Carried.
