Members of the Phillips Industrial Development Corporation briefed council members on the following details related to I.D.C. functions:

1. The I.D.C. is a private corporation with a contractual relationship with the City of Phillips.

2. Potential industries work with the Corporation in potential siting in either the Phillips Business Park or Industrial Park.

3. Approximately 6 acres are left in the Industrial Park.

4. The I.D.C. administers the Economic Development Revolving Loan Fund.

5. The Corporation board members volunteer their services. Board members receive no pay.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to pay invoices as reviewed in the total amount of $88,294.45, check numbers 43445 through 43496. Carried.
