The following are comments related to the subject matter of the public hearing:

Clerk/Treasurer Lamoreaux read the proposed Section 9.14, Burning Permit Required.

Joanne Mabie stated that constant monitoring of the ongoing fire, and set burning times, and days are too restrictive.

Mayor Corcilius stated that many people object to the stink of operating burn barrels, and others would prefer the banning of burn barrels in the City.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish to close the public hearing, Carried. Public hearing closed at 7:25 PM.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish to adopt Section 9.14, Burning Permit Required. Alderpersons voting aye:  Mr. McBain, Mrs. Hanish, Mr. Namtzu, and Mrs. Wenzel. Alderperson voting nay:
Mr.Perkins. Carried.

Mr. Perkins informed council members that Xcel Power Company is interested in removing the light from the pole located near the Georgia-Pacific parking lot on County Highway H. Xcel has intended use for the pole on site.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu accepting the minutes of the meetings held in November, 2000. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins accepting the slate of election board people recommended by the Price County Republican Party. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. McBain, Mrs. Hanish, Mrs. Wenzel, and Mr. Perkins. Alderperson abstaining: Mr. Namtzu. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel adopting resolution 1020, Declaring Official Intent To Reimburse Expenditures For Clean Water Fund Project. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel approving Form 8700-195, Clean Water Fund Notice Of Intent To Apply. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish granting permission to the Phillips Area Chamber of Commerce to utilize the hall area for a dance on January 13, 2001, at no charge. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu determining the color of the new squad car to be red. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Namtzu, Mr McBain. Alderpersons voting nay: Mr. Perkins, Mrs. Wenzel nay, and Mrs Hanish, nay. Not carried.
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Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel determining the color the new squad car to be Silver Frost. Alderpersons voting aye: Mrs.Hanish, Mrs. Wenzel, and Mr. Perkins. Alderpersons voting nay: Mr. McBain, and Mr. Namtzu. Carried.

Library Director Hendricks informed council members that the roof on the library building will have to be replaced in the near future. The original roof has a twenty year life span.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mrs. Hanish to pay invoices as reviewed, in the total amount of $30,515.62, check numbers 43652 through43717. Carried

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Perkins to adjourn. Carried.
