Sewer Rate Structure

There was some discussion on the different sewer rate increase proposals.  A phone call was made to Kevin Krysinski. In the phone conversation Kevin mentioned that the City of Phillips needed to amend the sewer ordinance to state what the new sewer rates will be. The TIF district also needs to be audited to see if some of the tax money received can be included in the sewer utility’s revenue to help offset some of the expenses. Kevin will send a proposal on how much it would cost him to do the audit.  He feels that if the City of Phillips adopts Scenario #1, there should be no problem in receiving the Clean Water Fund Loan. The City of Phillips needs to make sure that Taryn Nail includes in the application the fact that the City of Phillips may use some TIF money as revenue.

Joe Perkins made a motion to recommend to the Common Council for purpose of discussion to accept, scenario #1(50%) debt ration option. Seconded by Bill McBain. CARRiED

W/S 2001 Budget
