Duane Grube, Visitor: I question the need for stoplights at County Highw​ay F, Airport Road, and State Highway 13. The expense of installation and equipment is not justified, in my opinion, by traffic flow.

Joe Perkins, Council Member: The City of Phillips has not been informed of the actual cost at this time. An up to date traffic count will be conducted by the D.O.T. Proposed start date of construction is Year 2003.

George Valiga, City Assessor: Thank you to council members and city employes for the lovely plant presented to me during a hospital stay.
