The following are comments on the recommendation of the Phillips Planning Commission to rezone property located in Government Lot 10, from Residential (R-l) to Multi-Family (R-2) to accommodate the construction of a senior citizen apartment building by Impact Seven, Inc:

Mr. Kempkes:
The purchase of land currently zoned Residential (R-l) by individuals planning to build a single family home expect the property surrounding them will continue in the present zoning structure.

Mr. McBain:
The wishes of current home owners near the property being considered for zoning change should be granted high priority.

Mr. Perkins: The City of Phillips would not assume the cost of black​topping an extension of Fairway Drive to accommodate a driveway entranced exit for the proposed apartment building.

Mrs. Vinopal: The entrance to the proposed apartment building would be off of Hillcrest Road.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins to accept the recomm​endation of the Phillips Planning Commission to rezone land described as: A parcel of land located in Government Lot 10, Section 7, Township 37 North, Range 1, City of Phillips, from Residential (R-l), to Multi-Family Housing (R-2). Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. McBain, Mr. Namtzu and Mr. Kempkes. Alderpersons voting nay: Mr. Presley, Mr. Boho and Mr. Perkins. Carried. Authority: Chapter 17.90(2), Zoning Code, Municipal Code, City of Phillips.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. Presley accepting the recomm​endation of Mayor Corcilius appointing Marvel Cole to the current vacant position on the Phillips Planning Commission. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain to adjourn. Carried
