COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a public hearing and regular meeting held in the council room on September 5, 2001.

Mayor Corcilius called the public hearing to order at 7:05 PM to receive comments and discussion on proposed adoptions of Wisconsin State Statutes 254.92 and 134.66, pertaining to sale of tobacco products to minors and use of tobacco products by minors. Council members present as listed below.

Visitors present: Patti Wenzel, Joe Karpinski, Edith Weber, Marvel Cole, Grace Kielsmeier, John Hendricks, Terry Staroba, Police Chief Moore, George Valiga, Fire Chief Pisca, Carla Pritchett, and business owner members of the Chamber of Commerce.

Mayor Corcilius read the proposed adoptions of state statutes into the Municipal Code of the City of Phillips. There were no comments.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Boho to close the public hearing. Carried. Public hearing closed at 7:06 PM.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Boho adopting Wisconsin State Statutes 254.92 and 134.66, Municipal Code Chapter 9.254.92 and 9.l34.66. Carried (ordinance published as a separate entry).

The following are discussion items during the period of the agenda titled Public Comment:

Business people are concerned about loitering near city benches located on sidewalks in the downtown area. These people disrupt potential customers and other pedestrians.

Joe Perkins, Alderperson, 1st Aldermanic

District, attended the meeting at 7:09 PM.

City Attorney Bilz asked business people for specifics that could be considered in a court setting regarding legal violations by those consid​red to be loitering.

The Phillips Police Committee and possibly the Phillips Board of Public Works will consider the concerns of business people over the supposed loitering problem.

City Assessor Valiga presented council members with copies of Year 2001 equalized valuation of the City of Phillips.

Mayor Corcilius read a complimentary letter received from David Deda, President, School Board, School District of Phillips, on cooperation from City of Phillips’ council and employes regarding various projects requiring City assistance in and about the Phillips Elementary School area.

Carla Pritchett, Flambeau Home Health and Hospice, informed council members and visitors of the wide range of services provided to those individuals and families involved in the Hospice Program.

Fire Chief Pisca informed council members of details regarding response to a call for assistance at a accident scene in the Town of Worcester on June 16, 2001. The call was dispatched through the Price County Sheriff’s Department. Chief Pisca presented council members with a report of department fire call activities from the period of June 6, 2000 through June 6, 2001.

Council members instructed Clerk/Treasurer Lamoreaux to send a letter to the Town of Worcester advising town officials of the obligation to pay bill 0l-086, dated June 26, 2001, in the amount of $300.00, per stipu1ations of 2001 Fire Protection Contract.
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Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Presley to receive and place on file the minutes of the meetings held in August, 2001. Carried.

Director of Public Works Staroba informed council members that it is too expensive and too late in the year to consider chip sealing or asphalting North Minnow Lake Road. This proposed project should be considered in Budget Year 2002.

The following bids for CDBG Housing Rehabilitation Program Administrator were read to the Common Council by Clerk/Treasurer Lamoreaux:

Joy B. Joseph, Elcho, Wisconsin: 10% of specific project costs for administration.

Northwest Regional Planning Commission, Spooner, Wisconsin: 15% of specific project costs for administration.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. Boho to refer CDBG Program bids to the Grant-Aids Committee for review and award authority. Carriec

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Presley to implement a policy developed by Police Chief Moore related to unkempt properties located in the City of Phillips which would involve action by the police department in the form of referrals to the city attorney, whoin turn, would notify a specific property owner of obligation to clean up the property with the stipulation that the Department of Public Works will clean up the property if the property owner fails to do so. The City would charge the property owner for this service. Carried.

City Attorney Bilz presented council members with an updated draft of Chapter 12.08, Mobile Homes and Mobile Home Parks, Municipal Code of the City of Phillips.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Boho to table the updated draft of Chapter 12.08, and reconvene the public hearing on October 2, 2001, to receive comments and discussion on the draft. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Presley to pay invoices totaling $29,550.82, check numbers 44681 through 44678, as reviewed. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. Presley to adjourn. Carried.
