COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a reconvened public hearing and regular meeting held in the council room on October 2, 2001.

Mayor Corcilius called the reconvened public hearing to order at 7:00 PM to receive comments and discussion on the proposed revision of Chapter 12.08, Mobile Homes and Mobile Home Parks, Municipal Code, City of Phillips. Council members present as listed below.

Visitors present:  Residents from Ridgewood Estates Mobile Home Park and Parkview Terrace Mobile Home Park, Patti Wenzel, Al Lobermeier, Joe Karpinski, Jim Litvinoff, Marvel Cole, Terry Staroba and John Hendricks. The following are comments related to the subject matter of the public hearing.

Jim Litvinoff: The watermains in my park, Ridgewood Estates, are not looped. The City of Phillips changed their plans after my mains were installed. Are garbage bags acceptable for transport out of the park? Council members stated that this would be acceptable.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. McBain to close the public hearing. Carried. Public hearing closed at 7:08 PM.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Presley adopting the revised Chapter 12.08, Mobile Homes and Mobile Home Parks, Municipal Code, City of Phillips. Alderpersons voting aye: Bill McBain, Elvis Presley, Joe Boho, Leon Namtzu, Ted Kempkes and Joe Perkins. Alderpersons voting nay None. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Boho to provide a copy of the revised Chapter 12.08, Municipal Code, City of Phillips, to the owners of mobile home parks located in the City, along with a notice stating a time of 30 days to comply with ordinance requirements and submission of a license application to the City of Phillips. The Phillips Licensing Committee will meet after this 30-day period to review the license applications and consider action on licenses’  issuance. Carried.

The following are comments from visitors in attendance during the period of the meeting titled public comment:

Pennie Marmitt: What can be done about a neighbor located in Ridgewood Estates Mobile Home Park who does not maintain the property in a neat and orderly fashion?

Jim Litvinoff, Owner, Ridgewood Estates Mobile Home Park: I have been in contact with this property owner, referred to by Mrs. Marmitt, regard the condition of the property.

City Attorney Bilz: Specific complaints regarding this alleged unkempt property should be directed to the Phillips Police Department. Alderman Perkins thanked council members for their expressed concern and plant arrangement received during a hospital stay.

Alderman Presley stated that a city code violation involving an extension cord running along a city sidewalk to a motorhome was brought to the attention of the Phillips Police Department.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins to table the establishment of a Phillips Historic Preservation Commission until interest is shown by citizens of Phillips and the surrounding area. Carried.
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Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain to receive and place on file the minutes of the meeting held on September 5, 2001. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. McBain upholding the recommendation of the Phillips Planning Commission to rezone property located in Government Lot 13, owned by Don Suominen, from Commercial (C-l) to Residential (R-l), subject to purchase by Russell Flora. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. McBain, Mr. Boho and Mr. Kempkes. Alderpersons voting nay: Mr. Presley, Mr. Perkins and Mr. Namtzu. Carried. 4 votes needed to pass or fail action on this specific subject matter.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to contribute $250.00 toward disaster relief in New York City, per Channel 7 Telethon on September 19, 2001. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Perkins, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Boho, Mr. Presley and Mr. McBain. Alderperson voting nay: Mr. Kempkes. Carried.

City Attorney Bilz stated that he is conducting research on loitering laws and nuisance laws for a presentation to council members at a later date.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Presley to pay invoices totaling $55,527.52, check numbers 44772 through 44771, as reviewed. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. Presley to adjourn. Carried.

Meeting adjourned at 8:06 PM.
