COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meet​ing held in the council room on December 4, 2001.

Mayor Corcilius called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Council members present as listed below.

Mr. Kempkes, speaking at public comment time stated that he is not satisfied with the employe hiring procedure followed by the police department. Council members should be involved with the employe hiring process from job applications through hire. Mr. Kempkes further stated that it is his impression that citizenry of the City of Phillips do not hold the operation of the police department in high regard.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Presley accepting the minutes of the council meeting held on November 6, 2001, as presented. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain accepting the recommendation of the Phillips Planning Commission to rezone property located in part of Government Lot 5, Section 7, Town 37 North, Range 1 East, from Residential (R-l) to Multi-Family (R-2), as requested by property owner, Marquip, LLC. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. McBain, Mr. Boho, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes and Mr. Perkins. Alderperson vot​ing nay: Mr. Presley. Carried.

The following are comments related to the proposed Development Agreement between the City of Phillips and Marquip, LLC.

1. City Attorney Bilz suggested that the specific amount of money to be paid, annually on the loan not be noted in monetary terms, but stated a sum of up to but not to exceed the amount of the loan payment for any given year’. The state statute reference should be researched to determine current reference.

2. Mr. Henningfeld, Marquip, LLC representative, stated that the Marquip, LLC roads project and the City of Phillips’ Victoria Street Project will be bid out together resulting in less cost per individual project. Marquip, LLC hopes to bring more people and home buyers into the City of Phillips with this development proj ect.

3. Mr. Presley expressed concern over the condition of streets in the project area when said streets are turned over to the city for maintenance. Mr. Presley also expressed concern about homes being built for the rich.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain to accept the re​commendation of the Phillips Planning Commission to enter into a development agreement with Marquip, LLC based on Tax Increment District #4 project funding. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Perkins, Mr. Kempkes, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Boho and Mr. McBain. Alderperson voting nay: Mr. Presley. Carried. The project area is located in part of Government Lot 5, Section 7, Town 37 North, Range 1 East.

Mr. Perkins excused and absented himself from the meeting prior to discussion and action on the request to assist in payment of a fire call bill. Mr. Perkins is a member of the Phillips Volunteer Fire Department.

Mrs. Sue Pisca asked council members to assist in payment of a bill sent to the Town of Worcester for a fire call. The call involved Mrs. Pisca’s son, Justin, who was involved in an auto accident. No fire on the scene. Pisca’s insurance company would not pay the bill due to the lack of fire damages. Mrs. Pisca asked council members for $100.00.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. McBain to deny the request for assistance in payment of a fire call bill. Alderpersons voting aye:  Mr. McBain, Mr. Presley, Mr. Boho, Mr. Namtzu and Mr. Kempkes. Alder-persons voting nay: None. Carried.

Mr. Kempkes suggested that a resolution be drafted and presented to the Price County Board outlining types of incidents where the Phillips Volunteer Fire Department is to be called for assistance. Council members agreed with Mr. Kempkes and asked City Attorney Bilz to draft a resolution.

Mr. Perkins attended the meeting at 7:55 PM.

Mayor Corcilius issued a directive to hire Officer Neil E Holm to fill the vacant full time patrolman position vacated by Officer Earl J. Denny, effective January 4, 2002. Directive Authority: Wisconsin State Statute 62.09(8)(d).

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Namtzu granting a Real Estate Mortgage Subordination Agreement to Butternut Lumber & Hardware, Inc., upon the recommendation of the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Boho tabling action on acceptance of a union contract with the Phillips Professional Police Association, Local 231, until proposed contract is formally presented to the Common Council. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. Presley authorizing Mayor Corcilius and Clerk/Treasurer Lamoreaux to sign the contract revision for agreement for engineering services with Kaempfer & Associates, Inc., as recommended by the Board of Public Works. Carried.

Mayor Corcilius declared a 5

minute meeting intermission

at 8:15 PM.

Mayor Corcilius continued the

meeting at 8:20 PM.

D.P.W. Staroba stated that the City of Phillips could save about $18,000 on Victoria Street by providing material in storage for the base course on the street project.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. McBain to pay the invoice submitted by the Bilz Law Office for legal fees related to police union contract negotiations, in the amount of $972.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. Boho to pay invoices as reviewed, check numbers 44988 through 45051, in the total amount of $43,162.47. Carried.

Motion by Mr Boho seconded by Mr. Presley to adjourn. Carried.
