The following are comments/discussion related to proposed Year 2002 township fire protection contracts:

1.
Town Governmental representatives should be present when the fire department budget is presented to the Common Council during city budget preparation time.

2.
City Attorney Bilz stated that the City of Phillips would probably have no legal authority to bill township residents directly for calls of service to the Phillips Volunteer Fire Department.

3.
The $10,000 allocated for station building fund should be included in the rate adjustment section of the fire department budget break​out and the utilities amount of $6,380.00 should be included in the budget summary outline.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. Boho to contract with the townships of Elk, Worcester, Emery and Flambeau for fire protection in Year 2002 with a base expense amount of $47,622.00 to be allocated in specific percentage amounts among the townships and the City of Phillips and charge amount of $350.00 for first hour of firefighting and $275.00 for succeeding hours. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. McBain instructing City Attorney Bilz to send a notice to the owner of Parkview Terrace Mobile Home Park, Mark G. Abbott, informing him of legal action to be initiated regarding his refusal to submit an application for a license to operate a mobile home park, per Municipal Code of the City of Phillips. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Boho removing items pertain​ing to a conditional use permit granted to James and Carole Litvinoff to operate a mobile mobile home park, as recommended by the Licensing Committee.

#5
All roadways shall be dedicated to the City, pursuant to Sections 18.64 and 18.65 of the Municipal Code.

#6
All storm sewer construction, where necessary, shall be in conformance with Section 18.67 of the Municipal Code and be the responsibility of the park owner.

Carried.

Mr. Perkins informed council members of the consideration of the ambulance service of the purchase of a building to house their equip​ment, supplies and personnel.

Motion b Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Presley to adjourn. Carried.
