COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meet​ing held in the council room on January 8, 2002.

Mayor Corcilius called the meeting to order at 7:08 PM. Council members present as listed below. Mr. Kempkes, absent.

Visitors present: Michelle Rapacz, Jane Curran, Marvel Cole, Grace Kielsmeier, Phil Richard, Craig Moore and John Hendricks.

Mr. Presley asked Police Chief Moore why more traffic citations are not being issued, rather than warnings. Police Chief Moore stated that warnings are an accepted department procedure.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Presley accepting the minutes of meetings held on December 4, 11 and 18, 2001. Carried.

Mr. Richard, representing Northern Environmental of Park Falls, briefed council members on current Brownfield Site Assessment Grant application procedures, as pertains to the underground fuel tank located by the former city hall building, 146 Balsam Street. Mr. Richard stated that Northern Environmental would prepare and submit the application at no charge, with the understanding that the City of Phillips would retain their services for site investigation and evaluation. It is possible that building demolition could also be considered for grant funding. The City of Phillips would share in costs of various activities, either through funds outlay or in-kind contributions.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins adopting resolution number 1023 and granting permission to Northern Environmenta1 to pro​ceed with Phase 1, Environmental Site Assessment and Phase 2, Site Investigation, if.grant funding is provided. Carried.

RESOLUTION #1023

A resolution authorizing the submittal of a state grant application by Northern Environmental and the subsequent appropriation of City of Phillips’ funds for a Brownfield Site Assessment Grant. 

WHEREAS, the City of Phillips recognizes that the remediation and redevelopment of brownfields is an important part of protecting Wisconsin’s resources; and

WHEREAS, in this action the Common Council has declared its intent to complete the Brownfield Site Assessment Grant activities described in the application if awarded funds; and

WHEREAS, the City of Phillips will maintain records documenting all expenditures made during the Brownfield Site Assessment Grant period; and

WHEREAS, the City of Phillips will allow employees from the Department of Natural Resources access to inspect the grant site or facility and grant records; and

WHEREAS, the City of Phillips will submit a final report to the Depart​ment which will accompany the final payment request.

IT IS, THEREFORE RESOLVED THAT, the Common Council requests funds and assistance available from the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources under the Brownfield Site Assessment Grant Program and will comply
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with state rules for the program; and

HEREBY AUTHORIZES Northern Environmental to act on the behalf of the City of Phillips to submit an application to the State of Wisconsin for financial aid for Brownfield Site Assessment Grant purposes, sign documents, and take necessary action to undertake, direct, and complete approved grant activities.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. McBain authorizing permission to Mayor Corcilius and Clerk/Treasurer Lamoreaux to sign the agreement between the City of Phillips and the Phillips Professional Police Association, Local 231, covering Years 2002 and 2003. Carried.

Council members instructed Clerk/Treasurer Lamoreaux to contact Impact Seven, Inc. regarding the wording of paragraph 1, page 2, of the Agreement For Payment For Services, as proposed. Council members stated that payments to the City of Phillips should be due on January 1 of Years 2003, 2004 and 2005, in the amount of $5,400.00 per year, assuming building structure is completed by Year 2003.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu authorizing Mayor Corcilius to sign the following listed construction change orders, upon the recommendation of the Board of Public Works. Carried.
