COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS
Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a special meeting held in the council room on March 26, 2002.

Mayor Corcilius called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Council members present as listed below. City Attorney Bilz and Alderperson Kempkes, absent.

Kevin Krysinski, CPA, briefed council members on results, to date, of the audit of Tax Increment Districts (TID) 2, 3 and 4. The follow​ing are comments and/or discussion items:

The City of Phillips is obligated to prepare a annual financial report on each TID area for distribution to the tax levying units of govern​ment involved.

TID #3 has incurred 30% of total projects expenditures and is subject to audit.

Project goals set through a TID amendment must be realized within 3 years of adoption of amendment.

The Common Council should consider adoption of a resolution author​izing an interest rate of 5.5% on advances to a respective TID from the general fund and/or utility fund.

The city engineer should be consulted regarding percentage of WWTP Improvements Project to be charged to TIDs.

An allocation amendment involving a transfer of money from TID #4 to TID #3 and TID #2 to cover costs of projects not able to be financially covered of TID #3 and TID #2 should be considered action.

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. Namtzu adopting resolution number 1024, to include a 4th year of fair share payments. Carried.

RESOLUTION #1024
WHEREAS, the Common Council of the City of Phillips desires residential units for low-income elderly citizens, and

WHEREAS, Hoffman’s Landing Housing Corporation (HLHC) has expressed interest in the construction of a ten (10) unit housing project in the City of Phillips for very low-income elderly citizens, and 

WHEREAS, the Common Council and Hoffman’s Landing Housing Corporation recognizes the increased financial burden on the City of Phillips as a consequence of removal of the property from the assessment roll, and project financial demands.

RESOLVED, the Common Council of the City of Phillips authorizes Mayor Keith A. Corcilius and City Clerk-Treasurer Lee V. Lamoreaux to sign a agreement for payment of services by and between Hoffman’s Landing Housing Corporation and the City of Phillips, said agreement to include four (4) years of fair share payments to the City of Phillips to offset cost of municipal services provided.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu adopting resolution number 1025. Carried.

RESOLUTION  #1025
WHEREAS, the Common Council of the City of Phillips recognizes the need to preserve and manage urban forestry in the City, and

WHEREAS, A DOCUMENT TITLED City of Phillips Urban Forestry Management Plan and Tree Inventory has been prepared for the City by Bluestem Forestry Consulting, Inc.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Common Council accepts the document titled City of Phillips Urban Forestry Management Plan and Tree Inventory and will implement and adhere to directives outlined in the document to improve and maintain the street trees urban forest within City budgeting guidelines.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. Presley granting a conditional use permit to operate a taxidermy and guide service to Robert and Diane Horenberger, 208 Ridgewood Court, upon the recommendation of the Phillips Planning Commission. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins granting a conditional use permit to operate a day care center to Connie Boho, 155 South Argyle Avenue, upon the recommendation of the Phillips Planning

Commission. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. McBain, Mr. Presley, Mr. Namtzu and Mr. Perkins. Alderperson abstaining:
Mr. Boho. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. McBain granting a conditional use permit to operate a antique sales business to Harold N. Thieme, 445 South Avon Avenue, upon the recommendation of the Phillips Planning Commission. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. Presley granting a conditional use permit to operate a media development service to Michael Hladilek, 624 Beebe Street, upon the recommendation of the Phillips Planning Commission. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. Presley to adjourn. Carried.
