Council President Namtzu called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

Mrs. Mabie, a member of the Local Emergency Planning Committee, informed council members of the need for a plan from the City of Phillips related to the Price County Emergency Management Program. Police Chief Moore is currently involved in plan preparation.

Motion by Mr. Boho, seconded by Mr. Presley to accept the resig​nation of Mayor Keith A. Corcilius, submitted on May 20, 2002. Carried.

Nominations from council members for the position of Mayor were accepted, Elvis Presley and Joe Boho.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Fahl to close the nomination process. Carried.

Upon call of the roll by Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux, the following votes were recorded: Mr. Presley (Elvis Presley), Mr. Fahl (Joe Boho), Mr. Boho (Joe Boho), Mr. Namtzu (Joe Boho), Mr. Kempkes (Joe Boho) and Mr. Tolbert (Elvis Presley).

Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux administered the Oath of Office to Joseph S. Boho.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Presley to place for sale by bid surplus, and/or abandoned equipment currently held by the City of Phillips. Carried.

Police Chief Moore informed council members of the completion of 10 years of service as a patrolman with the Phillips Police Department of Officer Ron Clapero.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Namtzu accepting the retire​ment of Officer Frank Crepinsek, effective July 1, 2002. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Presley to contribute the unused old parking meters to the Phillips Area Chamber of Commerce to be sold at auction on July 4, 2002. Proceeds from the sale of meters will be applied toward construction of a pavilion in Elk Lake Park. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl granting a Class A Retail Combination License to Flambo Corporation. Carried.

Mrs. Weber, Phillips Tree Committee, informed council members of a grant received from the Ann-Marie Foundation. Mrs. Weber has sub​mitted applications for further grant consideration to the D.N.R. and Weathershield Corporation.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Presley to accept and place on file the minutes of the meeting held on May 7, 2002. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Presley to pay the claim of Janice Potter in the total amount of $820.43, as recommended by the B.P.W.  This claim was the result of sewer backup in her basement. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Fahl accepting the agreement between the City of Phillips and Ayres Associates related to inlow/infiltration study, as recommended by the B.P.W. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Fahl honoring Pay Request #1, submitted by J & L Excavating, Inc., Victoria Street Project, and 14” Watermain Installation Project, in the total amount of $93,512.70. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Fahl to pay invoices sub​mitted by Kaempfer & Associates, Inc., in the total amount of $5,959.73. Future invoices submitted for payment are to be tabled pending satis​factory completion of the WWTP Improvements Project. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to pay invoice #80675, in the amount of $7,843.58, and invoice #80676, in the amount of $3,181.07, Ayres Associates. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Presley to pay invoices in the total amount of $805,365.94, check numbers 45721 through 45889, Water-Sewer Utility in the total amount of $563,532.93, check numbers 11756 through 11760, Tax Increment District #4 in the total amount of $53,187.33, check numbers 15 through 20, and Clean Water Fund in the total amount of $46,089.34, check numbers 44 and 45. Carried.

Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux informed council members that the pay​ment of $500,000.00 to be applied toward a loan of the water-sewer utility was not accepted by U S Bank, the loan holder. The bonds can​not be redeemed prior to Year 2008, at which time a portion of the total loan can be reduced.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Presley to adjourn. Carried.
