COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a special meet​ing held in the council room on June 27, 2002.

Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM. Council members present as listed below. City Attorney Bilz and Jeffrey Fahl, absent.

Under public comment agenda item, Mr. Presley expressed concern with loitering problems in the downtown area and seeming lack of pro​gress on enforcement of local ordinances related to cleanup of junk properties.

Mrs. Joseph, CDBG Grant Preparer, briefed council members on the specifics of the required Citizen Participation Plan. Mrs. Joseph stated that 1 public hearing, not 2, will be held prior to submission of the grant application. The Citizen Participation Committee, charged with adherence to the guidelines of the Citizen Participation Plan, will consist of 3 members, subject to appointment by the Mayor. The most money the City of Phillips could get from the grant would be $500,000. The grant is directly connected to rehabilitation of homes owned by low to moderate income people.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Namtzu adopting resolution number 1028. Carried.

RESOLUTION #1028
WHEREAS, the City of Phillips has applied for a Community Development Block Grant; and

WHEREAS, the State of Wisconsin Department of Administration and the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development require recipients of Community Development Block Grant monies to have in place a Citizen Participation Plan; and

WHEREAS, THE Citizen Participation Plan shall encourage citizen participation (especially by persons of low to moderate income), provide citizens reasonable and timely access to local meetings and information, provide for technical assistance, provide for public hearings, provide for a complaint procedure and accommodate non-English speaking residents; and

WHEREAS, the City of Phillips has prepared and publicly reviewed a Citizen Participation Plan.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Common Council of the City of Phillip officially adopts the Citizen participation Plan, as prepared and re​viewed.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Presley approving the placement of an ad for a Heavy Equipment Operator/Laborer, to be employed in the Department of Public Works. Carried.

Council members set a hearing date of July 22, 2002 to provide information on the CDBG Grant application progress and receive citizen input.

Upon direction by Mayor Boho, council members were given authority to act on the nomination process involving the filling of two vacancies on the Common Council.

Mr. Namtzu nominated Ed Lasee, and Mr. Presley nominated Frank Crepinsek for the vacancy in 2nd Aldermanic District, Wards 3 and 4.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to close the nominations. Carried.

A roll call vote was announced: Mr. Kempkes (Ed Lasee), Mr. Namtzu (Ed Lasee), Mr. Presley (Mr. Crepinsek). Ed Lasee was appointed to the vacant position in the 2nd Aldermanic District.

Mr. Kempkes nominated Mary Satterwhite for the vacancy in 1st Aldermanic District, Wards 1 and 2.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Kempkes to close the nominations. Carried.

A roll call vote was announced: Mr. Kempkes (Mary Satterwhite), Mr. Namtzu (Mary Satterwhite), and Mr. Presley (Mary Satterwhite). Mary Satterwhite was appointed to the vacant position in the 1st Alder manic District.

Mr. Fahl attended the

meeting at 6:31 PM.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl to adjourn. Carried.
