Mr. Presley informed council members that the deadline to join with Price County in an application for grant funds pertaining to the Smart Growth Program is November 1, 2002. It is a possibility that the State of Wisconsin may regulate zoning in all units of government in the

State of Wisconsin in the future.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Namtzu adopting PD-9, Police Secretary Job Description, Policies and Procedures Manual, upon the recommendation of the Police Committee. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Presley accepting the minutes of meetings held on June 4, June 17, and June 27, 2002. Carried.

Mr. Presley stated that loitering in the 100 Block of South Lake Avenue is a problem for motorists and sidewalk pedestrians. Police Chief Moore said that department officers are monitoring this situation closely. Other council people commented that loitering groups are well mannered and cordial for the most part. City Attorney Bilz stated that obstructing streets and sidewalks may be a better route to go regarding these possible problem areas.

Motion by Mrs. Satterwhite, seconded by Mr. Fahl to table action on appointment of Officer Kevin Rose to a full time job position with the Phillips Police Department. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Presley to honor Pay Request #2, J & L Excavating, LLC. in the total amount of $114,166.35, as re​commended by the B.P.W. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to pay the claim of the Timber Inn Motel for damages caused by sewer backup, as recommended by the B.P.W. Carried. Payment in the amount of $912.25.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Presley to pay invoices in the total amount of $274,248.55, check numbers 46028 through 46086. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl to adjourn. Carried.
