COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on September 5, 2002.

Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Council members present as listed below.

The following are public comments:

Mrs. Geng presented council members with a petition signed by people claiming to be offended by the sight of a storage trailer owned by Marie Shukala.

Mrs. Satterwhite informed council members and those in attendance at the meeting that Price County Public Health Nurse Marshall had inspected the trailer owned by Mrs. Shukala. Mrs. Marshall determined that there is no health hazard or danger to the public.

Mr. Presley stated that grass cuttings on streets are going into the storm sewers. There are also election campaign signs on boulevard areas, not on private property. Louis Podhora, owner of Tony’s Implement, is rehabilitating the business property, which is very commendable.

Mayor Boho informed council members that a note received from an anony​mous person claiming that an employee of the City of Phillips was giving city owned gravel to a friend, after investigation, was a false charge. Waste Management is responding to a request to clean up the transfer station.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl accepting the minutes of meetings held on August 6 and August 20, 2002. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite appointing Attorney David Deda to the position of Interim City Attorney, effective October 1, 2002, as recommended by Mayor Boho. Alderpersons voting aye:  Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Namtzu, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Aderpersons voting nay: None. Carried.


Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite to advertise for vacant full time police patrolman job position, upon the recommendation f the Police Committee. Alderpersons voting aye: Mrs. Satterwhite, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Fahl. Alderperson voting nay: Mr. Presley. Carried.


Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl to amend meeting minutes of June 17, 2002, as reads, ‘with the understanding that Silmark, Inc.’, is amended to read, ‘with the condition that Silmark, Inc. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Lasee to enter into a renewed and amended lease agreement with Price Youth Activities, Inc., as re​commended by the Board of Public Works. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Lasee accepting Construction change Order #1, J & L Excavating, LLC., Victoria Street Project, as recommended by the Board of Public Works. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Presley approving the pay​ment of $184.87 to Price Youth Baseball representing city share of participants in Little League baseball, upon the recommendation of the Board of Public Works. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded. by Mr. Fahl approving the payment of $500.00 to Don and Chris Marek to cover damages caused by sewer main backup, as recommended by the Board of Public Works. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Namtzu approving the issuance of a conditional use permit to Garry and Karen Johnson to operate a wreath assembly business at 375 chestnut Street, as recommend d by the Phillips Planning Commission. Carried.

Mayor Boho and Police Chief Moore thanked city Attorney Bilz for a good working relationship and wished him luck in his new location job.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Namtzu approving payment of $1,176.88, Invoice #15826, to Strand Electrical Services, Inc., upon recommendation of the B.P.W.. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Namtzu disapproving payment of $3,352.54, Invoice #15955, to Strand Electrical Services, Inc., upon recommendation of the B.P.W. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl approving payment of $989.70, Invoice #82474, $1,045.85, Invoice #82574, $3,192.70, Invoice #82573, $1,336.50, Invoice #82572, to Ayres Associates, upon the recommendation of the B.P.W. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite to pay invoices in the amount of $445,664.21, and invoide #24, TID #4, in the amount of $351.96. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Presley to adjourn, carried.
